	Assessment peer -assessment clines. T asks ss to elaborate a flayer on the topic. After that ss work in groups of three and asks each other some questions like these:
Did you like or not the flyer I create? Why? 
Does it have all the t asked for?

	Main activity
	After each S has answered the questions, they have to work in pairs and one of each pair has to read one question and its corresponding answer, once ss finish the activity, t begins to explain the grammar topic but implicitly. The first exercise is to ask ss to read carefully the words displayed on the board and then try to create a sentence with each set:

1- Juan – go - supermarket – buy – passion fruits – juice – because – people – in his house. 

2- Carlos – money – buy – pizza and hamburgers. He is very rich. 

3- how – broccolis – eat in your lunch?
