	Materials needed

	Video beam /TV, computer, colour markers, cardboard, clothes and accessories, dictionaries, notebooks, old magazines, chart paper, tempera, post-it notes, scissors, glue, cell phones, speakers, microphone, prizes, human resources (model students, cheerleaders, interviewers and sworn teachers).

	Time and Patterns of interaction

	Warm up
	T comes to the classroom with an outfit different from the usual. If SS do not ask why, T asks them “why do you think I am dressed differently today?”

T explains that today is a special day because they are going to talk about fashion and the different outfits. T asks SS if they like fashion if they have ever thought about the origins of the clothes they use and why. SS respond orally giving their opinions.

T asks SS to mention some clothes the T is wearing today. T chooses a volunteer to go to the board and write the words while T points at the clothing pieces mentioned.

	Introduction
	T announces SS they will work on a project by developing different tasks related to a fashion show. For this, T asks them to get in groups of 4-5 depending on the number of SS there are in class. 

T asks SS if they have attended or seen a fashion show before (on magazines, TV, internet) and what has called their attention the most about it. SS give their answers orally. Then, T tells SS to pay attention to the 3 following videos about the history of fashion. SS must take notes of the vocabulary and expressions in their notebooks.

T makes comments after each video is presented.

Classroom Assessment technique: One-minute paper: T gives SS one minute to write as many ideas as possible on their notebooks about everything that they understood from the videos presented. T asks a couple of volunteers to share their answers with the class.

After, T asks some comprehension questions to verify SS’ understanding in general:

-What do you understand of videos?
-What evolution has fashion have in the world?
-Do you think that fashion has an influence on people? Why?

	Development
	T asks SS to research more about fashion to expand their knowledge. For this, SS consult on internet and magazines about fashion, its remarkable changes through history and the different outfits available for each season of the year.

Based on the information found, T tells each group to create a small comic book/strip where they show through images and sentences, how fashion has changed throughout history. They use cardboard, old magazines, colour pencils and markers to decorate it. T monitors SS’ work and clarifies doubts when necessary.

SS present their comic books to the class. T pays attention to pronunciation and correct use of vocabulary. After presentations are finished, T asks SS to paste their comic books/strips on the wall of the room. 

Now, using the information found in the research, each group chooses a different season (seasons can be repeated) and create an advertising image that shows the clothes to be wore in that specific season. SS design the image (can be drawn or can be done using magazine cut outs) on a piece of cardboard. They decorate it as they wish. Meanwhile, T goes around monitoring SS’ work and clarifying doubts.

When the images are ready, T asks each group to paste them on the walls around the room. SS visit all the posters and choose one they like the most. SS take turns to describe their posters orally.

Peer assessment technique: Learning wall: T pastes a chart paper on the wall and gives each Ss a post-it note to write positive feedback about others’ comic books/strips and images. They paste their post-its on the poster for everyone to see. Make sure they write the names of their partners on the paper. T checks the comments given.

Assessment technique: Checklist: T uses a checklist to grade SS’ previous work (Appendix 1)

T tells the class to create a fashion show to be presented in the school. To prepare and carry out the fashion show, T explains that there must be some important characters participating: model students, cheerleaders, interviewers and sworn teachers. 

Model Students: Each group chooses 1 or 2 models who will be wearing the outfits they proposed before in the poster according to the season. They must be ready to walk on the runway and describe orally what they are wearing, using the vocabulary and expressions explained in this lesson.

Cheerleaders: classmates in charge of motivating and living up the event.

Interviewers: a couple of SS who interview the models about their outfits on the runway.

Sworn teachers: T from other grades invited to judge and qualify the models outfit and speech. 

Also, T asks SS to design some decoration for the runway and select some sound tracks to live up the fashion show.

	Consolidation
	When the day of the fashion show comes, T has SS arrange the auditorium or place where the fashion show will be held. SS model and present their outfits to the public.  At the end, T thanks SS and public for attending the event.

	Self-Assessment technique: 3 things: T asks SS to write in a piece of paper the answers to the following prompts:

-How did I feel participating in this project?
-What was the most difficult part of the project?
-Something I will do different next time is…

T collects the papers and analyses the responses to consider them for future projects.

	Implementation alternatives

	· Consider watching the 3 videos suggested before you implement this lesson. The video called  “THE ULTIMATE FASHION HISTORY: The 18th Century” https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=2OsmWUr_iiM lasts around an hour, so consider selecting the most important parts to show.
· Make the groups depending on the number of students you have. Give the students the chance to choose whom to work with so they are more motivated to perform better in this lesson.
· Make sure you schedule a date for the fashion show (extra class) and invite other teachers, students from other grades and even parents to attend the event. It is exciting for students to realize a lot of people are interested on their work and effort. 
· In case your school does not have internet connection or computers to make the research, you can ask students to bring some information ready to the class. 
· You can also have students working on conversations, jigsaw puzzles, crosswords and word searches to practice vocabulary and expressions. 
· You can also make a fashion show with typical costumes of each region of Colombia or other countries.
