	Hidden pictures: 
T tells Ss she has hidden animals and she will discover very slowly the squares that cover the animal.  Ss must guess the animal before it is complete discovered.

	T shows  Ss the following dialogue between two animals: 
T pronounces the dialogue and Ss repeat after her /him.
· Donkey: Hello cat, Can you crawl?
· Cat: Yes, I can and can you run?
· Donkey: Yes, I can and can you fly?
· Cat: No I can’t. And can you drive?
· Donkey: No I can’t. And can you speak?
· Cat: Yes, I am speaking with you!!!!!!
T asks two volunteers to read the dialogue.
T asks comprehension questions: 
· Who are the characters of the dialogue?
· What skills does the donkey have?
· What skills does the cat have?
T asks Ss to mention skills other animals have.

T asks Ss to make a Top 3 list of the favourite animals in each group.

In the groups, Ss talk about skills those animals have and write them on the poster sized paper. 
Ss put the posters around the classroom. 
T asks Ss to walk around and read what their classmates have done.

T asks SS to stand up and provide Feedback about their classmates.  T gives Ss Post-its for them to write the comments.

	Post Task
	T asks Ss to mention what the Top 3 animals are. 
T writes the names of those animals on the board and asks Ss to mention one skill each animal has.  
T writes complete statements on the board and focuses on the use of the modal verb “Can” to express abilities.  
T asks these questions to Ss: 
· What do these statements express?
· What word do we use to express skills or abilities?

Guessing animals. 
T gives Ss names of animals (See Appendix 1) and asks them to find two classmates that have the same animal. 
Ss find their classmates by making the sound of the animal or miming its movement. 
In pairs, T asks Ss to write of three skills and two characteristics the animal has. 
T models the activity: 
· This animal can swim,
· This animal can run fast 
· This animal can jump. 
· This animal is big and yellow.

It would be a great idea if teachers can download the Power Point Presentation at: https://www.eslgamesplus.com/hidden-pictures/.   If teachers don’t have equipment to do the Warm up activity, they can print images of animals and show only one part of the animals so that students guess their names. 

According to the level or context of Ss it would be possible to enlarge the dialogue with more animals or more abilities.
Images of animals should be meaningful to students to make them interested in the topic. 
If Ss find difficult to draw, you can ask them to bring images and they can create a collage by pasting those images.
