Even though students are encouraged to develop the four skills, they need to pay special attention to a conversation in order to locate places and they are expected to describe their neighbourhood by creating a model scale made with disposable material. This lesson plan also gives students the opportunity to assess their peers and self-assess their own learning process.

	T explains the purposes, class objectives and evaluation criteria.
T and Ss establish the Pedagogical agreements for the class development.

Engage Phase
	
After participating in the game and activating some vocabulary and places information, Ss return to their places and take out the book Way to Go 6th grade. Then, Ss refer to exercise 1 on page 100 and match the previous questions to the places shown in a map:

T asks some questions about the places.
Can they name some of the places? 
Which places are there in your neighbourhoods?
Which places do you visit frequently? 

T asks which places are key (important) in case of an emergency (the hospital, the police station, etc.). T locates emergency places on the map. (The police station’s on River Avenue / Oak Street. The fire station’s on Pine Street. The hospital’s on Hill Avenue.)

Ss go over the different names of the streets on the map.
T provides an example, such as Where’s the school? It’s on River Avenue. 
T asks Ss other similar questions and write them on the board. Ss write the location of some places in their notebooks. For example: The pharmacy is on Hill Avenue.

	Next, Students open the book on the page 101 and focus on the activity number 3:

Ss check the vocabulary which appears on the map. Ss look at the map and name the places.
T asks: “On which street or avenue is the hospital/bank/bookshop?”
Ss read the directions and locate the places paying special attention to the words in red.

T uses objects in the classroom and place them in different locations to practise the different prepositions.

When students feel confident, T asks the following questions about the map in exercise 3:
What’s behind the cinema?
(The department store.)
What’s next to the school?
(The café.)
What’s opposite the café?
(The public library.)
What’s behind the cinema?
(The department store.)
T gives more practice by using the map from exercise 1 to locate the different places. T asks the following questions:
Where’s the café? (It’s between the pharmacy and the department store.)
Where’s the school? (It’s next to the public library.)
Where’s the park? (It’s in front of the fire station.)
Where’s the restaurant? (It’s behind the hospital / next to the bakery.)

Ss read and answer the questions individually; then, they check their answers in pairs.

T takes some answers from the previous activity to explain the Grammar Box: Prepositions of place

As SS have already studied the prepositions: at, in, on, T explains that there are other prepositions to describe where something is. These include: behind, between, in front of, opposite, next to.

T also explains the order of the words in a sentence with a preposition: subject + verb + preposition + object.
For example: The restaurant is in front of the bookshop.

Then, Ss listen to Michael talk to Kaitlin about his neighbourhood and point to the places on the map in exercise 3. Then, listen again and complete the sentences.

Ss listen to the track as many times as necessary to locate the places on the map. Ss complete the text by using the words in the Word Bank. Ss listen again and complete the script.

Activate Phase (Free practice)
	After Ss practice in controlled and semi-controlled practice, they do a free-practice task. Ss work in groups to create a scale model of their neighbourhood by using recycled items such as bottles, used boxes, etc. If T wants, he/she can have students paint the boxes and containers and write the names of the different places in town. T tells them to locate the places and describe where they are. T can have students from different groups say where a place is located in another group’s neighbourhood.

Note: the disposable materials are brought in advance.

Wrap-up and Assessment
	When Ss finish presenting the neighbourhood, Ss and T do the formative assessment task:
a) Peer-Assessment. Ss make some comments about their classmates’ neighbourhood using the strategy: Two stars and a wish.

Ss identify two positive aspects of the neighbourhoods of their peers and then express a wish about what the peers might do next time in order to improve another aspect of the neighbourhood. T may use the following link as a reference:

b) Ss do self-assessment by using the strategy “Three things”. At the end of the lesson, T asks Ss to make a list of two things they learned, and one thing they still need to learn.
