Pre-task:















	T asks SS to play bingo.  T explains the activity.
 
This game is played on a scorecard that is made up of 25 squares which contains the pictures of some animals such as whale, shark, crab, lobster, walrus, and seal. Students have to get five squares in a row to win. 

SS have to think about common characteristics that these animals have. (These animals live in the water and so on.)

T asks SS to answer the following questions individually:

· Do you like water?
· Do you think water is important in our lives?
· Do you know what the amount of water that our body needs is?
· Do you know what kind of bodies of water exist? Name some of them.
· Do you know what kind of animals live in a pond, ocean, lakes and rivers?

SS write the answer of the previous questions on a paper or in their notebooks and then, SS have a class discussion about the answers.

	Task











	T explains SS about the water pollution and its effects to the human body and the natural environment.
 
SS get in groups of 4 people.
T gives each group a piece of paper with a different body of water description (pond, lake, ocean and river).

T asks each group to read its body of water characteristics and after that, as a homework activity, each group has to investigate about the different kind of aquatic animals that live in their respective body of water and give some specific characteristics about each one of them.

In class, T asks SS to construct and write a body of water mini book.

T asks SS to use the present simple tense to write each mini book, besides, it is expected that the body of water mini books collections feature stories about a whale, a sea turtle, a shark, a snail, a duck, and so on.

SS have to illustrate each mini book and tell a characteristic about an animal in its natural environment.

	Implementation alternatives

	In this task you can introduce another activity, for example, you can ask students to create a paper plate aquarium. They create an aquarium scene on the top side of a plate. The aquarium can be designed according to each student’s body of water group and aquatic animals that inhabit in a pond, ocean, river and a lake. Then, over the plate, students have to tape a second plate that they have cut out a hole at the top. Students should cover it with plastic wrap. Students need to use tissue paper, googly eyes, yarn, paint, glitter, paper plat and plastic wrap.
