	Assessment: The teacher gives each student three cards. A green, a yellow and a red card. Each card represents how students feel about the lesson material. E.g.:

- Green: I get it! 

- Yellow: I need a little more help.

- Red: I don’t get it, I need a lot of help.

The teacher analyses the results from the lesson plan by grading each step. E.g. : Exceeds Expectations 4.0 – 5.0 ; Meets Expectations 3.0 – 3.9; Needs Improvement 2.0 – 2.9 ; Does Not Meet Expectations 0.0 – 1.9
	


	Implementation alternatives

	- Bringing pictures from famous families to describe them and to discuss how they keep themselves together.

- Discussing about common inner families’ issues from the student’s families. Let them bring solutions.

- Role play about a common family by representing a scenario where someone has alcohol issues and how can the others help her/him go through it.
