	Time and interaction

	Warm up

	Before class, the teacher pastes four posters around the classroom and one S must be there to check the activity. 
The T fills a large bag with cards (image) of objects, clothes and things about the weather and the seasons. 
T. shows the bag to her Ss and shakes it. Each student takes out a different card that will be placed on one of poster around the classroom.
When all the cards have been taken T gives the instructions: “look at the picture and then go to the poster that you think the card belongs”. 
Then Ss show and name it and the other Ss verify them. 
 Finally, the Ss have to put the title of the posters of the vocabulary.

	Introducing language

	T asks the question in each poster: 
What`s the weather like in picture 1? 
What`s is the weather like in picture 2? 
Ss look at the pictures of different types of weather and they answer the question.
T asks What can I wear, when it’s sunny? T changes the questions. 
The Ss might say “In summer I am wearing a beautiful swimsuit… 
T remembers the adjectives for describing weather and encourage the Ss to write words rainy, windy, cloudy, snowy, sunny and stormy and they can be used as Today is a rainy day.  It’s rainy.

The SS on the corners show four cards related to feeling and they encourage the other Ss to choose one for each poster and they ask “How do you feel when you look at these paintings? 
 
SS Show the cards (happy, nervous, sad and worried etc).  When the others Ss answers the questions one of them go to the board and the T encourages S to complete the sentence. 
In ______ I am ____because I can____ ________and I am wearing________. Some Ss take turns to complete the sentences, according to the posters described above.

	T writes down some activities people do in different season and draw a chart. (Summer, Winter, Fall and Spring)

Ss go to the blackboard, they read the activities and complete the chart. 

T checks they understand the meaning of the vocabulary asking question about the activity and the weather.  
When do children build a snowman? What season is August in? 

· T tells them to work in pairs and ask each other 
what is the weather like today?
How do you feel? 
What activities can we do today? 
They practise in pairs, ss ask each other questions and then switch roles.
