	Students get in group of 4, each group receives some piece of papers with letters to write the names of countries.  Students  must unscramble the names  of  some countries and then must locate those in a map that T gives to each group.

	Assessment: Teacher checks that the spelling is correct.

Freer practice

	
T gives adjectives that describe countries and Ss relate them.

Students choose a country where they think it is possible to travel, and draw him /herself into the map.

	Wrap-up
	Students must do a word puzzle, where they have to find a list of adjectives that describe characteristics of a country like modern-ancient-boring polluted-calm-cool-warm-beautiful-expensive, etc.

	Assessment: Classroom assessment. Teacher asks Ss to say the name of a country and other Ss say where they are or locate them on the map.

They need motivation to learn English, the warm up, the ice breaker, a little game during the class makes it more interesting and exciting, so when you need to explain some grammar or special topic, begin with a game, a competition with a prize, in order to get their attention.
Never leave your students alone during the different process, pay attention to all questions that they ask.
You can also talk to the geography teacher and discuss the countries they are studying to include them in the activity.
Students can design their own puzzles to test their classmates.
