	Time and Patterns of interaction

	Warm up
	T shows some flash cards of nationalities, countries and language (Colombia, The United States, Great Britain, France, India, Spain, Mexico, etc.). While showing the flash cards, T makes sure to ask some questions to SS to make the presentation more interactive. For example: ‘What is this country?’ SS respond ‘It’s a flag of Mexico’. “What language is spoken in Mexico?”  T continues doing the same with all the countries. 

After the presentation of all the countries, T asks SS to write a list on their notebooks with the name of each country, language and nationality. 
T  clarifies doubts if needed.

	Assessment: Rubric: T explains the rubric and the criteria for the task SS carry out in this lesson, which is writing and presenting orally their own biography (Appendix 1) .

	

	Pre-task
	Then, T asks some SS at random “Do you like music? What is your favourite kind of music? Do you recognize a singer in your country or other? Do you like to read? Who is the most famous writer in our country? Do you like painting? Do you know any painter? Can you use a computer? Do you know who invented them?”

T shows some pictures of amazing people around the world: Gandhi, Gabriel Garcia Marquez, Alan Turing, Albert Einstein, Frida Kahlo and Rosa Parks without mentioning their names (T looks for images of these characters on internet or magazines). T asks questions to explore vocabulary and prior knowledge: what’s the person’s name? Do you recognize any of these people? Are they dead or alive? Were /are they important? What is her/his nationality …? What’s her/his profession? What does he/she look like?

T asks some volunteers to say what they know about these people.

	Task Cycle
	SS watch and listen carefully to different videos about famous people and take notes about specific facts mentioned: date of birth, place where they live/d, date of death, language spoken, and important accomplishments, inventions, contributions, events, etc. that the amazing person is associated with.       
 
T explains the game ‘six-word story’. For this, SS write important facts of each personality using only six words. For example: Marquez wrote 100 years of solitude. T writes this example on the board.

After, SS exchange information with their classmates and they decide if the sentences are false or true.


T pastes papers of the biographies of Gandhi, Gabriel Garcia Marquez, Alan Turing, Albert Einstein, Frida Kahlo and Rosa Parks (look for information on internet about them and bring it printed) around the room and asks SS to read each one carefully and take notes about some important information from the readings.


After T asks SS to remember the words used to ask questions: ‘What, where, when, which, who’. T encourages SS to expand on their answers orally and use full sentences, for example: ‘where is s/he from? Where was s/he born? What does s/he do? what language does s/he speak? Who is s/he? How old is s/he? What is…? Why is an amazing person?’

T writes one sample question on the board, taking Rosa Park as a model: ‘When was Rosa Parks born?’ After, T asks some volunteers to go to the board and write comprehensible questions taking into account the previous model and the reading of Rosa Park:

Who was Rosa Park?
Why was Rosa Park arrested?
When did Rosa Park die?
Why was Rosa Parks an amazing person? 

T verifies the correctness of the questions made and provides feedback.

Later, T divides the class in group of three to choose one amazing person and write questions as the ones modelled before. Then, each group shares their questions with other groups and provide answers. T monitors work and clarifies doubts when needed.

After, T invites SS to use the questions as a reference for writing their own biographies. For this, T asks SS to design a small poster to portray their own biographies using cardboard and colourful markers.


Once the posters are ready, T asks SS to divide the class in 2 groups, so one group presents orally their biographies to the other half, and vice versa. SS paste their biographies on the walls around the room.

	Peer assessment technique: Posters: T pastes pieces of chart paper next to each poster of the biography. SS pass around and choose the ones they like the most to write positive comments.

 T explains the rubric for the class and its criteria (Appendix 1). SS fill out the rubric and give it to T.
	

	Post-task
	T asks SS to choose their favourite character (it can be famous or not) and write her/his biography using the graphic organizer named ‘story pyramid’ (Appendix 2). T explains the graphic organizer ‘story pyramid’ which consists on summarizing a narrative or biographical story to provide a summarized version of the information. 

T asks SS to use only the number of words indicated in each line.

Line 1 – character’s name
Line 2 _ two words describing the profession 
Line 3 _ three words describing the date and place of birth
Line 4 _ four words talking about nationality, language, information about family 
Line 5 _ five words describing lifetime accomplishments
Line 6 _ six words describing major events in life
Line 7 _ seven words describing the impact on society or stating reasons why this is an amazing person
Line 8 _ eight words describing the date and place of death and the reasons why you chose this character.

SS complete the lines for the Story Pyramid. Once done, T divides the class in groups of three to make an oral interview. For this, SS ask questions in different tenses (present and past) using the Wh questions: what’s the name of the person? What was the nationality? What is the profession? What do they look like? Where did/he live? SS give short answers orally during the interview.

	1. In case you do not have flashcards, you can create a power point presentation to show the images. Otherwise, you can also use magazine cut outs of images related.
2. Since videos might be difficult for the level, I recommend you to give each student the scripts of each video so they get familiarized with the audio.
3. Planning is better than improvising. When you plan a lesson, it is less likely that you and your students waste time lose the focus. 
4. Be receptive to the needs of your students.
5. It is important to organize in a coherent way what is to be achieved with students during the delivery of the lesson.
