	Time and Patterns of interaction

	Warm up

	Mutal Dictation:

T asks Ss to get in pairs.  

T gives each S a piece of paper with a paragraph on it about local places in Colombia (Appendix A). 
One S receives the form A, the other S receives the form B.
T tells Ss they will complete the paragraph by doing a mutual dictation.

The pair that finishes first, shouts “Done”. 

T tells Ss they need to read and use the following question to complete the missing words in the piece of paper: “What’s next?”

Original Text: 

- Colombia is a fascinating country!   Let’s know some facts about Colombia. 

- For example, how many countries border Colombia? 
-  Five countries border our country. 

- And, what are the most common types of music in Colombia?  
- A lot, Salsa, Sanjuanero, cumbia, vallenato, merengue, etc.  
- I would like to know about some touristic places.  For instance, where can I go camping?   
- There are lots of places.   For example, Salento is a famous place for camping.   - And, when can I go to Caño Cristales? 
- I think you can go there in September.  
- Colombia is great!

T corrects the paragraphs.  

T displays questions that appear in the text and asks Ss repeat the questions and answers (two groups: one group reads the question and the other one says the answer). 

To make Ss aware of the form to use Wh-questions correctly, T tells Ss she will write several questions (one question at a time).   
T writes the question and asks Ss to read it aloud.  

Then, T deletes one or two words and asks Ss to read the same question again.  Then, T deletes more words and Ss say the question again.  At the end, T deletes all the words but the question mark and asks Ss to say the question aloud.  

This activity is repeated with three questions: 

1. Where is Colombia located?

2. When do Colombian people celebrate Christmas?

3. How many regions does Colombia have?

When T writes each previous question, she elicits answers from Ss.

	Assessment: One Minute Paper. 
At the beginning of the lesson, T asks Ss to answer the following questions on their notebooks: 

· What did you learn in the previous lesson?

· How did you learn it?  
· Is there anything you did not understand?
T chooses five different Ss at random and provides feedback immediately as this technique requires it.
	

	Introduction:

Introducing language


	Dictogloss: 

Before the T reads a text (Appendix 2), T asks Ss to pay close attention to the information provided on it. 

T reads the text and asks Ss to write as many words as they remember from the text. 

T reads the text a second time and Ss pay attention. After T finishes reading , T asks Ss to add more words they remember from the text to their list. 

T reads for a last time and Ss pay attention. T asks Ss to get in pairs and put ideas together to come up with a final version which they negotiate with each other.  

T asks some Ss to read their versions.  Then, T asks Ss to swap papers in order to peer-assess each other’s performance by using Clines (See Assessment: Clines). 

T displays the original text and asks Ss to compare their classmates’ final version of the text.

	Assessment: Clines
T asks Ss to swap texts.  

T gives Ss three emoji images (in love, happy, sad).  

T asks Ss to read and assess their peers’ text based on the following aspects: 

1. Correctness of the text. 

2. Accurate punctuation in the text. 
3. Right spelling of words. 

Each emoji image has a meaning: 

· In love:  Perfect and accurate text. 

· Happy: A very few mistakes (three)

· Sad:  Several mistakes. 

T asks Ss to return the texts back and take some time to compare the text they wrote with the original version and the emoji image given.  
	

	Practice:

Controlled practice


	Ss get in groups of 4 or 5 people.
T gives each group a set of Wh-question words (where, when, how, who, what). 
T places an easy-to-sit-on chair in front of the board.
T asks Ss  to create the question of an answer that is read before. The groups create the corresponding question and send someone to the front of the classroom, carrying the right question word. The S that gets to the front first has the chance to produce the whole question and score 5 points. 
If the question is wrong, another group has the opportunity, but this time it is worth 7 points.
Tips:
Some answers could be: 

1. We usually go to touristic places. 

2. My parents love eating fish. 

3. Colombian people are funny and friendly. 

4. My friends usually go by car. 

5. We usually visit Bogota in July. 

6. People in Pasto celebrate the Black and White Festival in January.

	Dice Questions: 
T tells Ss they will practice Wh-questions.  
To do so, T asks Ss to get in groups of three people.  

T provides each group one small and one large dice and cards that have the names of Colombian cities.   

Ss roll the two dice: 
· The small dice corresponds to a type of question: Who, what, where, how, when, how often, etc. 

· The large dice is worth a point number 

· The S gets a card and asks a question using the name of the city and the corresponding Wh-question. 

· When the question is correct, the S gets the big dice points. 

Before doing the activity, T models to Ss.

	Assessment
	T asks Ss to listen to some answers and write the corresponding question. 

After answering a question, T asks Ss to fold the paper and pass it to the next classmate (clockwise).  Then, T reads another answer and Ss write the question and fold the paper; and so on and so forth.

T asks Ss to get in pairs and read to each other their questions.  While one S is reading, their peer is using the rubric to make peer-correcting. 

Generally, two or three texts are chosen as models to work on self-correcting in that way other classmates can identity their peers’ mistakes and how to make corrections through their classmates’ contributions.

	Implementation alternatives

	As this lesson focuses on asking questions about Colombia, teachers can adapt the texts for Mutual Dictation and Dictogloss to make them more meaningful to students. 

Additionally, teachers can also use “The One Minute paper” technique at the end of the class in order to check how much students have learnt.  This technique permits teacher to check comprehension of the topic and can be used either at the beginning or at the end of the lesson.  

Using games is great to students.  Teachers can also play with coins instead of dice.  Heads mean any Wh-question and Tail the number of points to be given.   
In order to make learning meaningful, teachers can select cities or towns students know.
