	Pre-reading
	Running Dictation: 
T divides Ss in pairs by using the names of places, animals, plants and landscapes of Colombia. 

T tells Ss that outside the room there is a short text.  In order to know what the text in about, T asks Ss to assign roles in each pair: 
· Runner:  the S goes outside, memorises the text, runs to his/her writer and dictates literally.  This S can go out as many times as s/he needs to complete the text. 
· Writer: This S writes what the runner dictates.  S/he can ask for spelling if s/he does not understand the word. 

Text for Running Dictation: (See Appendix 1)
Biodiversity means variety of life.  Colombia has one of the greatest variety of plants, animals and landscapes in the world. People should come to Colombia and visit the 10 Top places!

T tells Ss that they will know about beautiful places in Colombia.  T gives Ss slips of paper (Appendix 2) with names of places in Colombian and asks Ss to tick the 10 Top places they think Colombia has.   T writes their ideas on the board.

T asks Ss to assess their texts selecting and writing  any of the following statements based on the accuracy of the text: 
1. Our text was correct in spelling, coherence and punctuation!
2. We omitted some words and punctuation marks!
3. We couldn’t write the text!
	

	While Reading
	T tells Ss they will confirm their guesses by reading a text about the Top 10 places to visit in Colombia. 
T asks Ss to get in groups of three people. 
T asks Ss to read the text “Top Ten Places to Visit in Colombia” (Taken from Way to Go 7th, pages 90-91.  The textbook can be downloaded at: http://aprende.colombiaaprende.edu.co/es/node/94010).  

While Ss read the text they: 
1. Confirm their choices in the Pre-reading activity. 
2. Locate the places in the map of Colombia that is also given to them. 
3. Rank the places according to their interest to visit it. 
4. Select the most amazing places they would like to visit. 

T asks Ss to put the texts away.  He tells Ss he will read some questions, they will answer each question on a different piece of paper and will paste it on the board. 
The winners get a prize. 

Questions: 
1. Where should you go if you want to see unusual, big rocks?
2. Where should you go if you want to collect fossils? 
3.  Which national park do you have to cross to get from Barranquilla to Santa Marta? 
4. Which national park was a home for criminals?
5. Where should you go if you want to be in contact with water?

	T asks Ss to stay in the same groups. 
T gives Ss a survey that has 5 incomplete questions.  (See Appendix 3)
T asks Ss to complete the questions with the name of a place they know in Colombia or Caquetá. 
When Ss have completed the questions, T asks Ss to mingle and ask each other the questions.  
Ss should find out who has been to the places s/he has chosen.   When a S collects three names of classmates who have visited three places s/he has chosen, s/he says: Done!
T asks Ss to report their findings saying:
