	Time and Patterns of interaction

	Warm up:

	T asks SS to divide the classroom into two groups. 
T gives each group a set of flashcards. 
The first group of students will have pictures cards actions about people taking care of the environment and additionally T gives them papers banners descriptions.
The second group will have other set of flashcards actions about people who do not protect the environment and they will get a set of papers banners descriptions, too. 
After that, the students have to move around the classroom to match each set of flashcards with their correct descriptions.
