	T plays a promo documentary video clip to SS to raise awareness on the importance of the life of a person for a family and a community.

	PRE-TASK
	T explains SS they will work in groups of 3 on an awareness raising lesson about the assassination of social leaders in Colombia  

T asks SS to form the groups of 3 people, then gives the groups 12 pieces of paper for them to match expressions that go together in order to familiarize with the vocabulary they will need for the task (see Appendix 2).

T  asks the SS to raise their hands to participate by saying which words or  expressions go together. Right after each pair is correctly matched, and using L1, the T explains the reason for the matching by briefly elaborating on the each issue.

Peer Assessment Technique: TWO STARS AND A WISH (See Appendix 6):
T gives SS a card that contains two stars and a wish.

T tells SS they will be assigned a poster and that they will use the Two Stars and a Wish regarding it. 
T asks SS to walk around the school and visit the other posters in a circuit.
