	Warmp up
	Chinese Whisper:
Teacher (T) asks students (Ss) to make three groups. 
T tells Ss she will say a human right to the last person in each group, they will pass it by whispering it.  The first person in each group, gets the message, runs to the board and touches the Human right that corresponds to the message. 
Each time a Human right is said and identified, T asks a S to write the message that was said.  
Human rights: 
· I have the right to education. 
· I have the right to have a family. 
· I have the right to a nationality. 
· I have the right to express my ideas and thoughts freely.

	Practice
	Teacher asks students (Ss) to make groups of 3 people. 
T tells Ss that around the classroom there are 7 statements about Human Rights.  
T gives each group a worksheet that contains 5 images of human rights.   Ss must walk around the classroom and find the statements that can be matched to the images they have in the worksheet.  
T asks Ss to write the rights next to the corresponding image. 
T checks answers by asking students to read the rights they chose. 
Images:  nationality, education, life, name, fair trial, free elections, liberty and security.

	Our Bill of Rights
In the same groups, T provides Ss with cardboard and markers.  
T tells Ss they will make a Bill of Rights that will be posted around the school. 
T gives Ss different contexts to the groups: Home, School, Neighborhood, City. 
T tells Ss they will make a poster of the Bill of Rights based on the given context. 
T asks Ss to paste the posters around the classroom, walk around and read the Bills of Rights their classmates created.

	Assessment:  Feedback Sandwich  (See appendix 2). 
T asks groups to select one of the Bill of Rights created by another group. 
T provides Ss with The Feedback Sandwich Template and asks them to write: 
1. Three things they have met in their Bill. 
2. Two things they have not met. 
3. Two things to consider next time. 
When Ss finish, T asks them to paste the Feedback Sandwich next to the Bill of Rights. 
Ss return to their Bill of Rights and read the comments.
