Students get in pairs, they sort and discuss the kind of attitudes they should have to be successful in life, and what kind of attitudes they need to improve by acting out the cartoon pictures they have.

	Introduction of the Project
	SS watch the video: Think positively cartoon https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=An2OaIbPSII Then, SS will give some facts and opinions about it. 

SS brainstorm main ideas and vocabulary about peace, success, solving conflicts, positive attitudes, such as kindness, happiness, honesty, caring, friendship, courage, responsibility, and perseverance.

SS talk about past experiences where they showed positive attitudes through a target shooting game toy (Target Games are activities in which players send an object toward a target board table while avoiding any obstacles, Participants learn about and practise aim and accuracy as they send an object toward targets different distances away) when SS get the target, they will talk about their experiences that construct peace by using the vocabulary given.  

T tells SS that by this is a project they will be doing together. At the end, SS will have a virtual album + a brochure based on the project development and class topic.

	Development 1

	SS answer some questions about grateful and positive moments in their lives by pointing on the expression:  the language that construct peace. During the school SS will participate in some debates and in a show and tell activity that encourage them to use basic vocabulary and concepts about their meaningful moments that construct peace in the family, school, friends and the surrounding community.

A reading comprehension worksheet about the topic what makes people successful will be developed during classes. This worksheet pretends to inspire students to improve their reading skills through the use of simple questions, and vocabulary that help them to be better people who are able to construct peace.

	SS find out pictures about their meaningful moments, and positive aspects that construct peace to create a virtual album; the images could be personal pictures or downloaded images from their personal ‘albums or cell phones, also clipart images about caring, honesty, solving problems, reconciliation, peace, friendship are allowed too. (If they don’t have printing tools access they can use images related to the topics from magazines and newspaper.)

	Consolidation

	SS present their virtual album and the brochure in front of the class, by reflecting the importance to highlight memorable moments in life that encourage them to improve their relationships, bearing in mind the situations that construct peace in their surroundings. (SS neighbourhoods are places with many social issues, that’s why the importance to inspire a positive relationship among them).  

Assessment:

When the whole class presents their albums, by groups of four, SS talk about their classmates’ works by using positive vocabulary, and they express each other how happy they feel by sharing moments at school.  A check list chart will be designed for the students to verify the aims of the topic and their progress. 

Rubrics charts are an important tool to see students’ progress. 

Peer assessment will be carried out at the end of the activities proposed in the lesson plan.[image: D:\Documentos\Desktop\Imagen1.png]

	Implementation alternatives

	This project plan will help other teachers to create a peaceful environment in their school, by providing the students tools for believing in their dreams and to highlight the positive attitude they should have to create and inspire peaceful environment in their nearby community. Most of the activities require the use of technology, students are plenty involved, and that is why any teacher who would like to apply this lesson can do it. 

The suggested activities could be developed with recycled materials and reused papers, taking into account that many of our schools, and some of the students don’t have enough technology support and access.

Different   strategies to learn the topic could be role plays performances, art projects, music creations and homemade videos where kids could show their abilities and preferences, taking into account that is a social topic that promotes peace and good relationships in life. 

It is important to have a critical thinking about how the teaching strategies will help in the class development. 
Journals, diaries and checklists can be useful tools for improving methodological strategies in this lesson.

(Teacher tips: bingo board games could be used instead the target shooting game toy).

Others associate success with material goods, measuring it by how much one can acquire. Others measure success by how much they can contribute to the well-being of their families, or to the community and society in general there are many other definitions, but mostly success is associated with becoming rich, famous, and respected at work.
