	By the end of this lesson, students will be able to report information about common diseases and present a plan to prevent them in their community.


	Subsidiary aims
	By the end of this lesson, students will be able to…
· Give recommendations on how to prevent common diseases.
· Report information collected by themselves in an oral and written way.



	Materials needed

	Chart paper, photocopies of chart, old magazines (pictures), glue, colour pencils and markers, video beam/TV, slideshows/power point presentation.



	Stage
	Procedure
	Time and Patterns of interaction

	Warm up
	T asks SS for the recent diseases they have had or they know. T writes some of them on the board.

Beforehand, T prepares a slideshow/Power point presentation about the common diseases in the region). T presents the slideshow with recent diseases in the region where they live. T asks SS to take notes of the vocabulary and expressions seen.

	10 minutes

	Introduction
	T proposes the question: “Do you know what are the recent diseases here in our city/ town?” SS discuss with a partner about what they know about them.
	5 minutes
Pair work


	Development 
	T pastes on the wall papers with small excerpts of a document that provides information about common recent diseases in the region (look for this information depending on your context. You can choose 5-6 diseases). T gives a photocopy of a chart about diseases (Appendix 1) and asks SS to stand up and go around the room to read some information about the recent diseases in their town or city and complete the chart. T can add another category you consider important to do this activity. T goes around checking SS’ work and clarifying doubts.

Once complete, SS share the information collected with their partners.
Then, T asks SS to make groups of 4 and choose one of the diseases to make a mental map in chart paper to summarize the information consulted. 

SS present and explain their mental map to the class. 


Peer assessment technique: two stars and a wish. Give each Ss a piece of paper and ask them to write two things they like most about the mental map of their partners and one thing they consider could be better for the next task. T asks SS to give the papers to the corresponding partner/group.

T saves the mind maps for later display.

In groups of 5, SS choose one different disease and investigate what is the best way to prevent it. They take notes of the information found and create a summarized written report of it.

T or SS choose one leader per group who goes to the other groups to talk about the disease they chose and the ways to prevent it. 

Once the activity finishes, each group designs a brochure giving recommendations on how to prevent the disease in their town. SS decorate and add images as they wish. Meanwhile, T provides some examples on the board.

	Consolidation 
	T divides the groups in two big groups: The presenters and the audience. First, the presenters explain their brochure to the audience (the rest of the class); then, they switch roles so the audience shares their brochures to the presenters. As an extension, you can ask SS to visit some other classes in the school to share the information.

	Consolidation

	T closes the lesson by remarking on the importance of recognizing a disease and taking good care of it to prevent future complications.

	Self-assessment technique: Rubric: SS assess their own performance in the project through the rubric provided by T (Appendix 2).  

	



	Implementation alternatives

	
First you need to investigate in your local area to find out about the common diseases there. Then you can prepare some slides on power point or take some copies about the readings you have found.

Use newspaper readings and reports from the region where you live.
In the absence of video beam, you can use clippings from magazines or newspaper articles.
You can also place a preliminary task on the most common diseases that affect the population, if it is a small town they can go to the health center or hospital to carry out the research.
You can present the results and recommendations of the investigation to the parents of the school.
