	Time and Patterns of interaction

	Warm up:

	Hot words
T asks SS to get organized in groups of four. A student from each group takes turns to go to the desk and choose a card. They read the word, leave the card on the desk again and go to his/her group and tell the word and one of his/her partners writes it on a piece of paper and stick it on the board. The group that collects all the words in the shortest time and write them correctly are the winners. 

Then, T shows the words and works on drilling with the whole class.
Words: Mother, grandma, father, sisters, brother, grandad, cousins, nephew, niece, son, daughter, grandfather, grandmother, granddaughters, grandsons, great-grandfather, great-grandmother, mom, dad, mommy, daddy, baby, sister in law, brother in law, stepfather, stepmother, stepsister, stepbrother, grandpa, granny, aunts, uncles.

Lead in
	SS get in pairs to work on a word search to find words about family. Each pair has to use a different colour pencil. (Appendix 1)
At the teacher’s signal, each couple passes the copy to the next group on the right and they continue finding words. This happens five times and then the teacher collects the copies and checks the activity showing the papers to the class and counting the quantity of words per group. The pair with the highest score is the winner.

Finally, Ss write the new vocabulary on their notebooks and repeat the word after the teacher read each one.

Introducing language

	Part 1
T asks Ss to draw a big family tree on the board, use the word cards and put them they correspond. The whole class checks it and then, SS draw this family tree on their notebooks.

T. draws this table on the board and asks SS to use the word cards about family members and classify them.

T. gives SS the learning menu. (Appendix 2). T. explains that they can choose activities to do from the options given. SS follow T’s instructions to work on the menus. Now, SS are told to work on the Entry. They have to work individually and choose between the two options given: create a word search or a Pictionary.

Part 2
T. makes reference to the family tree on the board and asks SS to give names to the people on it. Then, he/she writes some sentences about this family members using the possessive adjectives: my, your, her, his, its, our, their.
Examples:
This is Jane’s family.            Her mother is Sara.            She’s 45 years old.
Her brother is Carlos.        He has a girlfriend.             His girlfriend is Tati.
They have a cat.           Their cat is Orion.
T. asks SS these questions to help them understand how to use the possessive adjectives:
What is your mother´s name?
What is Jane´s cat name?
What is Carlos´ girlfriend name?

SS are asked to complete exercise 5 in their books to practice individually. Then, T checks answers with the class.
SS work individually in them main dish of their learning menu in order to create their own family tree and some descriptions on their notebooks.

	T explains that the reading in page 24, lesson 4, exercise 10 contains some information about four people and SS have to answer some questions about them.  For this exercise SS have to copy the questions and their answers in the notebook and read the text in the T.V screen. Then SS check their answers with a partner, finally T checks answers as a whole class.

T asks Ss to read the email in the exercise 11 page 25, complete the chart. When SS have finished it, T asks some questions about the reading: What is Anna´s father name? how old is he?  what is Anna´s mother name? how old is she? what is her brother´s or sister´s name?  how old are they?

Assessment

	T asks SS to draw a traffic light on their notebooks and colour it according to their progress while developing the activities:
RED: I didn´t do much of it because I didn´t understand much
YELLOW: I partially did the activities because I need to reinforce the topic
GREEN: I understood and did all the activities

T suggests Ss who chose red and yellow colour to work in extra activities from the student book and review the activities did in class to practice and reinforce the topic.

	Implementation alternatives

	This plan has been designed for students at an urban area but if you are working at a rural area, you can adapt this plan considering your context. May be you can ask your SS bring family photographs and work with them in class, organize SS in small groups and have them doing different tasks:
Group 1: Complete the word, this group has 5 incomplete words and each S. has to put the missing letters and say the word
Group 2: Know my family: each S. presents his/her family to a partner.
Group 3: Asking about family:  Ss are given a set of cards with some questions about the family. Ss take turns to choose a card and ask the question to other S in the group.
· Who are the people in your family?
· What is your sister´s name?
· What is your father´s name?
· What is your pet´s name?
· What is your brother´s name?
· How old is your sister?
· How old is your mother?
Group 4: Who’s that? SS show the pictures and the other SS ask free questions about the people in the photos.
