	Assessment:

T asks questions in order to make a reading comprehension. 

True or False? SS that consider the question is true they have to stand up, but if they consider the questions is false, they must remain seated.
T asks some questions such as:

1. the first text is about bullying, is it true or false?

2. the first text is about Ana's problem, is it true or false?

	

	Main task 

	T shows a power point presentation and explain to the whole class the structure “should and shouldn’t” as a useful language to give advice. Then T presents a poster with some healthy habits, in which SS will find images, uncompleted sentences and a word bank. SS have to fill in the blanks using should or shouldn’t and one verb from the word bank. Volunteer SS will go to the board and write on the poster the right answer.

For example:

· You shouldn't go to bed early

you shouldn't drink too much alcohol
(T must previously design his/her own poster with the following characteristics: 1. At least 10 sentences related to healthy habits, for example, we all ___________ drink plenty of water, you __________ take an exercise break and many more sentences like this with space for ss to write SHOULD. 2. Enrich the poster with images next to each sentence so ss can better understand the sentence without translating. 	Post task 

	SS will be divided into six groups, each group will receive a bag containing (markers, tape, paper strips, text with information based on a teen problems, those texts can be written by teacher himself or can be adapted from the following webpage: https://en.islcollective.com/english-esl-worksheets/search/teen+problems),  SS will take a different role in the team (timer, helper, reader, speaker, writer and evaluator).

Each group of SS has to read the text about a specific problem, then they have to give and write six pieces of advice on paper strips, next they have to make a diagram or mind map about the problem read and the different advice given by the group.

Finally, SS have to prepare an oral presentation in front the class about how to overcome such issues.
