	Time and Patterns of interaction

	





Warm up
	Note for the teacher: This activity is done to revise vocabulary about free time activities and sports and reinforce the topic about it. Teacher (T) needs to see Appendix 1 and prepare the material needed for this activity: word cards, pictures and copies of instructions for each one of the stations.

Learning Stations
· There are 7 stations with different pictures about sports and leisure activities. 
· The class is divided into 7 groups. The leader of each group receives a card with the name of a picture in one of the stations. Students (Ss) have to find the picture that corresponds to the word/words they have and then, they go to that station.
· In the station, there is a copy with an activity. Ss have to do that activity during 1 minute. When they listen to the music, they move to the next station on the right.  

At the end of this activity (learning stations) T asks SS what kind of sports and leisure activities they know, in order to reinforce the vocabulary. Ss are asked to make a list on the board:
· Sports                      -  Free time activities         - Extreme sports

Introducing
language
	T, tells students that they are going to work on a listening activity but first, they have a look at the listening tip to improve this skill. T and Ss talk about the advantages of using this tip. Then students work on page 11 exercise 3 in the student’s book and read the instructions to complete the information chart about Thomas Angela and Chris. Ss listen to the track twice in order to confirm their answers. Ss answer the following questions.
· What kind of hobbies and sports does Tomas like?
· What Kind of Hobbies and sports does Angela like?
· What kind of hobbies and sports does Chris like?

Ss compare the answers in pairs and then as a whole class. Then, T. plays the audio track again and asks Ss to work on exercise 4. Finally, Ss share their answers with the class. 

T. writes some sentences using the information about Thomas Angela and Chris on the board and uses them to help Ss understand how to use the verb patterns like / would like / love /enjoy /want / hate
Examples:  
Thomas:  I really enjoy doing extreme sports
Angela: I would like to live in the country when I’m older.
Chris: I hate staying indoors at weekends

T focuses Ss attention on the sentences and uses these questions to help Ss understand how language works:
· What form of the verb do we use after like?
· What form of the verb do we use after I would like?
· What form of the verb do we use after love, enjoy, want and hate?

T asks Ss to draw and complete this table on their notebooks with the verbs where they correspond to:

	Ss continue working in groups, answer the questions and make some notes about their ideas:
· Why is it important to practice sports and do leisure activities for teenagers?
· What free time activities do you practice with your friends?  
· What sports do you like/enjoy practicing?
· What sports would you like to do as a professional job?

Then, Ss are asked to make a poster with the title “Our free time” using the information they collected before. They can include pictures, drawings and key words to express their ideas. They also need to prepare what they are going to say to the class about their poster. They need to use the verb patters like / would like / love /enjoy /want / hate

Useful expressions:
· Our presentation is about…
· Our favourite ……is…
· We like / love/ enjoy…. because…

Ss do their presentations to the class, and Ss take notes about the information presented by their partners.

	T shows Ss the adapted rubric from EP! 2 page 44 for this lesson and ask Ss to do a self-evaluation of their performance with colours.

T asks Ss to work by groups and talk about what they have learned in class today, in order to clarify doubts. T monitors listening to Ss and then clarifies aspects that are still confused.

T. sets homework:
Ss will work in groups and find about information about interesting extreme sports for them and bring it next lesson.

	Implementation alternatives

	· This plan has been designed for a class at urban area but if you are working at a rural area, this plan can be adapted considering the context of the local area. You can apply a survey in order to know what indoors and outdoors sports students in your class practice. 
· It’s very important to identify students’ needs and interests about sports and leisure activities, according to the local area.
· If there is no equipment available at your school, you can read the information aloud from the script in the teacher’s guide so students can work on the listening activity.
· For a larger class teacher can organize the activities in groups, with a leader that clarifies instructions and guides the work in order to support the specific tasks.
