Before starting, T will use a CATs activity to know how much SS know about the topic of this lesson, T will do the “hand signal” with the following questions:
1. I have read or listen anything about technology in a foreign language
2. I have some vocabulary to express things that I know about technology
3. I can express my opinion about advantage and disadvantage of technology
4. I know the difference of nouns and verbs related to digital devices

SS will answer with their thumbs and with their eyes closed, T will use the information she gets to work on it.

	T asks SS what technology gadgets they are most familiar with and shows slides with some of them and tell to SS to match   their names with the pictures. 

T makes a brainstorming activity writing the word “Technology” on the board and tells SS to make groups of 6 and asks them to write as many words as they know about that topic in 3 minutes. The group with the most written words will be the winner
	

	Introduction:
Introducing language

	T puts SS in groups of four to discuss the following questions:
 Which of these devices do you use? what do you use them for? Which of them do you use in the classroom? What is your favourite gadget? Do you have a social network(s) account? Which ones? Why do you like them?
 Which devices are the most popular? Do students have the same use for them? 
T encourages SS to share their opinions with their classmates.

T checks answers as a whole class

	T asks SS to read an article individually and applies them a test of reading comprehension about the previous text.
T corrects SS´ answers

T focuses on vocabulary and asks SS to write the verbs related to technology (send/ log onto / share / post / type / delete/ and so on).
T checks answers as a whole class

	Assessment: Feedback sandwich: When SS finish the activity, in pairs, they will make a feedback sandwich with the questions:

	T will introduce to the class the use of CAN/COULD/ WILL BE ABLE TO and ask SS to complete the sentences of the exercise 9, page 24 (ENGLISH PLEASE 3). Then they will listen to the audio and correct their answers. So they will also write their own significant sentences about what they can do now and what they could / couldn´t when they were younger.
T asks Ss to compare their answers in pairs, before checking with the whole class.

T puts SS in groups of six to discuss about the advantages and disadvantages of technology. Later they will talk about how we benefit of the digital devices at school.
T monitors the discussion and complements SS´ ideas.

	Wrap-up
	SS will create some posters in groups of 5 students about the pros and the cons of technology in daily life. Then SS will make some   oral presentations.

T will write some good and bad examples of language expressions used by learners during the lesson and elicit corrections where needed. So T will ask SS some questions to reflect on what they really learned and what they need to improve.
