Introducing language

	T asks SS open the book EP! 3 on page 26. (T, can project this if SS do not have the book). T asks SS to look at the photos of George, Valentina, Pablo and Mariah who are learning languages. T. asks SS:
Which language speaks each one of them? Can you guess? 

T plays the recording and Ss listen to identify the language each person learnt.  After that, teacher checks by asking the group the answers. 

Ss are asked to work on exercise 5 to answer the questions, and then answers are checked with the group. 
 
Then, T asks Ss to work on exercise 6 individually. Then, Ss correct it by peer correction and finally the teacher checks answers with the whole class.

T uses the noticing approach to help Ss infer the grammar rule. So, T asks Ss to look at the sentences in exercise 6 and asks them:
· What do those phrases have in common? 
· What do these sentences express?
T underlines the word TO and asks SS what the grammar rule is.
· What is the grammar rule?

T asks Ss to work on exercise 8 page 27 from the student’s book. T says: now you need to complete the phrases using your own ideas. T does the first exercise as a model on the board:
E.g.:  You need to study hard to get good grades.

T asks Ss to compare their answers in pairs and then with the whole group.

Freer practice

	
T needs to consult about the hamburger model to write an explanation text. This information is available at: https://www.sparklebox.co.uk/previews/8476-8500/sb8486-explanation-text-hamburger-posters.html#.ULqKPlrM4Ev.pinterest
· First, the T divides the board in 3 parts by making vertical lines.
·  In the first column of the board, teacher reads loud the question:   
Why do you think English is important for your life?  Ss give their opinions in loud voice.  So T writes down the verbs in infinitive
· T repeats the same procedure with the second column by asking SS:  
Is it important for a Colombian student from eleventh grade to have a good English level? 
Why? / Why not?
· In the third column, T draws and explains the diagram of the hamburger to write an explanation text. 
· Then, the group chooses one of the 2 questions in columns 1 and 2.
T asks Ss to help him to write some sentences for the essay on the board using the information they have for that question and following the hamburger model.

T asks Ss to write their own explanatory text. They must choose one of the two questions on the board. T shows the rubric on the board and makes sure Ss understand the items there. (Appendix 1). Then, T gives each group a rubric to consider while doing their essay.  

Once, Ss write their text, each group swap papers with other groups for peer correction and revision. Finally, SS edit their essay and correct mistakes to hand it to the teacher. They verify the text is complete according to the rubric.

Assessment

	T chooses some songs in advance. Then, he/she explains that when the music starts to sound, all the class starts to dance and when the music stops, Ss stop and each one of them socializes one of the items listed on the board with the person next to them. Music is played 4 times so Ss have the chance to discuss each question with a different partner.

	Implementation strategies

	
This lesson plan was made for rural students from eleventh grade where there are limited resources and only 5 books of English Please 3. However, it can be applied using technology presenting the diagram with a video beam and also giving a copy of the diagram to each student.  Moreover, this lesson plan is designed for 27 Ss but it can be adapted to larger groups.
 
As a relevant aspect, in the warming up section T can ask Ss what the advantages of knowing English in a rural area are. Also, in the freer practice Ss express themselves about their future with English. Ss can have opportunities with English for working in the tourism, understanding products for farm that are in English because they come from the USA and also to understand how technology works to produce more in the farm are mostly in English because they can read what other people are doing around the world to have the best quality products in a shorter time.  

The last suggestion is before the class starts, T needs to organize the seating in order that teacher can walk to all the places and to help each S when working individually. At the beginning of the lesson, it’s necessary to set up the class rules, timing up, what is going to be graded, how the participation will take place and the discipline needed all long the lesson.

Another alternative for the class could be to have Ss create a mental map of how they can improve life with English.  T can have some ideas at https://www.mindmup.com/.  If there is no Internet access, T can ask Ss to use cotton and recycle materials to do the mental map
