	Warm up

	
1. T asks to SS what do they know about the word citizen.
T writes the word CITIZEN on the board and draw a spider web to be completed with words related to CITIZEN in terms of its meaning.
SS possible answers: inhabitant, resident, native, townsman, townswoman, member of a country, householder, civilian, national, villager, settler, occupant, dweller. 

2. After SS define CITIZEN, Teacher shows three pictures of three well-known good citizens: Mother Teresa de Calcutta, Ghandi and Nelson Mandela. 

Teacher asks students what they know about these people: 
-	why are they considered good citizens? 
-	What characteristics do you think a good citizen need to have? 
SS who participate win a point.

	Introducing language

	T asks Ss to work on the text How to be a good citizen on page 49 English Please. 

Then, T asks SS to work in pairs, read the text, find the verbs and match them with the correct preposition to obtain the phrasal verbs presented on the reading exercise 7 English please page 50.  If they do it well they will get a point. T. checks with the whole class 

T pastes on the board some pieces of paper with the phrasal verbs worked on the previous activity. T pronounces an incomplete sentence and SS have to complete the sentence with the corresponding phrasal verb taking the piece of paper that has it written on. 

Now, T, asks SS to find some actions that are necessary to be a good citizen in the previous readings. T. writes one as example:
-	You need to look after your environment.

T. checks actions found in the text with the class.

T. focuses attention on the example on the board and asks these questions to help Ss understand the use of need to:
-	What expression in this sentence is used to show that something is necessary?    - need to
-	What is the verb form used after the expression need to?

Examples: I need to be more responsible with my rubbish.  I need to help poor people and I need to be good neighbours.

	Controlled Practice

	SS work individually to complete the sentences in exercise 8 page 50 English Please with the correct phrasal verb.  Then, T and class check the activity.

SS work in groups of 3 people. They receive a copy with some broken sentences to be organized. (Appendix 1)
When Ss have finished the exercise, T revises the sentences with the whole class.
 Answer key: 
1.	I need to clean off my house to make my neighbourhood more beautiful. 
2.	I need to help my mother looking after my little brother.
3.	I need to learn about how to be more tolerant
4.	I need to help out my mom with her duties at home.
5.	We need to pick up our rubbish when we go camping 
6.	Don’t throw away things that can be reused by people who need them 
7.	I need to make decisions that favours not only me but everyone.
8.	We need to be good neighbours. 

After Ss have organized the sentences, they have to draw pictures to represent the necessity expressed in each sentence.

	Freer Practice
	SS continue working in groups. They have to think about the good practices of citizenship they do. Then, they make a list and rank them from the most important to the least.  Finally, they present their lists to the group.

T asks to students how they can be good citizens and if they are aware of the importance it has for a good society. 

Ss are asked to vote to make a general ranking of the top five actions of a good citizen.

	Implementation alternatives

	The context of this lesson plan corresponds to a group of students among 16 -18 years old. They live in a small town of Cundinamarca called Suesca. They have A2 level of English and three hours of English classes per week. 

This lesson plan can work for different contexts because the topic is a general concern for us as human beings.  To deal with this lesson plan it’s essential to use nice images to catch students’ attention.

If your students do not have enough language command, you might want to make the broken sentences easier so they can work on them.

The way this lesson is planned can be used for large classes. Also if you don’t have the books, can project the readings or just take copies from the book.
