	Time and Patterns of interaction

	Warm up:

	Note: To do this part of the class T needs to bring pictures/images/photos from New York city from the past and from the present (these images show the old and new city from different views of the city)
T sticks/ projects some pictures about New York city then and now simultaneously. T asks SS to observe and list things they perceive changes in the city. T writes on the board the words: New York city Then and Now
Possible answers: people activities, people way of dressing, business activities, landmarks, attractions, etc.

	Pre-reading
	T points out that since they could brainstorm more aspects about the city, saying what New York used to be.  T asks students according to what they could observe, to share ideas with a partner.
Examples of students´ ideas: 
· People used to have more informal jobs
· People used to wear hats and umbrellas walking by the streets
· Parks used to be quieter
· Landmarks used to have less buildings
· Most of transportation used to be buses and trams 
· There used to be more buildings 
While students share their ideas, T copies on the board their contributions about changes they perceived observing the photos.

	While-reading
	T asks SS to go to page 124 in which there is a text about the city. T asks SS to read and highlight the words they cannot understand. Then, T walks around the classroom and collects words SS don´t understand. T asks the whole class to read out words and he/she helps students clarify the meaning of words. 
Then, T asks SS to give a heading to the text but as a group. T divides the class into groups and SS discuss and choose a heading for the text.  Every group is asked to share its possible heading with the rest of the class. Students are also asked to vote for the best 3 headings of the class and finally select the most appropriate according to the content of the text.
T asks students to keep working in the same groups and read again as a group taking turns. Students are required to list the three most important ideas and share what New York city used to be.
Possible answers:
· The island used to have lots of trees 
· Trees used to be full of birds
· River used to be full of fish and other animals
· Lenape group used to live in the rivers

	Post-reading
Assessment
	With their partners, students must create a pictograph where they represent changes about Bucaramanga city.  T goes around and monitors their work. (T shows the students an example of a pictogram for them to have an idea of what type of creation they should work with)
To end this stage, T asks students to stick on the walls all pictograms. T asks students to have a walking gallery where they will move around the classroom appreciating all creations about changes of the city.
T also asks students to choose pictograms they really like, because of the organisation of the information and the imagination they put on its elaboration. While students do this, T also walks around and assess students work with his/her rubric (Worksheet 1)
T tells SS he/she is going to give them a chart to assess their teamwork elaborating and presenting the pictogram ( worksheet 2)
