	Time and Patterns of interaction

	Warm up

	T asks SS to play “Days of the Week game”. For this, T divides the class in 3 groups and give them cards with the days of the week. SS put the cards in the correct order.  The team that does it in the shortest amount of time possible, wins.

	10 minutes
Group work


	Presentation
	T asks SS what they do in the week and give them sheets with pictures with the daily routines. SS match the pictures and then compare their responses in pairs (Appendix 1).

T provides some examples of sentences that describe activities in a routine. T uses the present simple tense and some expressions of time. For example: I sleep at night, she brushes her teeth in the morning, we go to school in the morning. T models pronunciation of the sentences.

Self-assessment technique: Traffic lights: T asks SS to draw a traffic light on their notebooks and colour it following these instructions:

Red: if they still have questions about the topic explained.
Yellow: if they understand but need more examples/practice.
Green: if they understand and are able to explain others.

At the end, T asks SS to raise their traffic lights according to the colours: “Raise your traffic lights if you coloured them red”; in such case, T must ask those SS what their doubts are to clarify them.

	T pastes on the board some pictures of daily routines. SS choose the ones they do and put them in order according to the time of the day (Morning, afternoon, night) (Appendix 2) on the chart. Then, they write short sentences describing their actions on the notebook. T monitors SS’ work and clarifies doubts.

	Production

	T asks SS to get in pairs to share the information using the present simple and time expressions. SS draw a chart on their notebooks to write the information from their partner.

	Self-assessment technique: Exit ticket: T gives SS a piece of paper with an exit ticket (Appendix 3). SS must answer the questions and hand in the paper to T at the end of the lesson. 

T analyses the SS’ responses for improvements in the next class.
