	Time and Patterns of interaction

	Warm up

	Before the class starts, T sticks under each SS’ chair a card with one adjective. Consider the number of SS in your class to prepare a list of varied adjectives related to physical and personality traits.

T implements the circle time :
· Greets SS
· Reviews the classroom rules
· Asks SS for the date
· Remembers voice level chart
· Calls the roll
 
T asks SS to look under their chairs and take the card. SS read their cards and move around to look for their match by identifying the opposite. Once they find the opposite adjective, they stick the cards on the board. After they read aloud the words and T clarifies their meaning through examples.

	15 minutes

	Pre-task
	T pastes a poster on the board with five descriptions and their corresponding five pictures.

T can stick famous characters from their city, country, or people at school like a student, a teacher and a member of the community.

SS identify the characters, matching the picture with its corresponding description.
T introduces the topic by telling them that they are going to describe personality traits and physical aspects of people leading SS to acknowledge people in their community. T also remarks on the communicative purpose of the lesson.  

T reinforces the vocabulary by describing some students in the class and then inviting some students to describe their partners orally using some of the adjectives studied before.

T tells the SS they are going to play “Drawing the character”: For this, T asks the SS to make two groups by numbering themselves from 1-2. SS decide on a name for the group. Within each group, SS choose a participant for each round to go to the board and make a drawing based on the directions given by his team. T can give 3-4 rounds for this game.

T gives each team a picture of a character. They see it and then, at the T’s signal, the team starts describing the character to the participant who is in front. This participant must follow the directions to draw it as similar as possible to the original version. They have three minutes to draw it.

T stops the game and everybody compares the drawings with the original pictures to find which is the best representation.

	Classroom assessment technique: Rubric:  T gives a rubric to the SS to evaluate the exercises done before (Appendix 1)
	

	Task cycle
	Now, T encourages extra practice on the topic by telling the SS about the next activity named “The mystery classmate”

T gives each student a card with the name of a classmate. He or she has to answer two functional questions based on this partner. The questions are:

· What does he/she look like?
· What is he/she like?

The answers are ticked in the first column of the chart (Appendix 2). Then, SS stand up and interview three partners about their classmates to complete the next columns in the chart. SS are encouraged to use the previous two questions for the interview.

Later, when the SS have finished asking questions and filling out the whole chart, they analyse the marked characteristics and try to guess who is the mystery classmate.

T asks five or more SS to present his or her report to the class, describing the partner’s physical appearance and personality without mentioning their names, so the whole class tries to identify and guess the mystery student.

	Peer assessment technique: Two stars and a wish: After SS finish the activity, T implements this strategy which consists on having the SS choose two classmates to give each one two stars to express their strengths and a wish to give advice according their weaknesses identified in the development of the activity.

	

	Post-task
	T previously asks each SS to bring cardboard, scissors, glue stick and (5-10) pictures of people from different regions of Colombia to make a lottery game about descriptions of people from their community, town, or country (Colombia).

Individually, SS take the pictures of the people and stick them on a square of cardboard previously divided into small squares. Then, they cut small squares apart to create separate cards in which they describe the people using the structures learned.

Once the lottery board and the separate cards with the descriptions are finished, SS choose a partner to play. T gives some time to share opinions about the activity.

	Wrap-up
	Finally, SS watch a video related to meeting people. You can look for a suitable one on internet, or create your own with SS from a higher level at your school (For example, T can record some SS having a conversation between friends that want to meet a new classmate).

In case you cannot find a proper video, here you have this one called “Meeting people” which is very useful for this topic.

Previously, T creates a short multiple choice test on Plickers website based on the characters described in the video.  Some examples of questions based on the suggested video above might be found in Appendix 3.

Each SS is given a Plicker card. T shows the questions on the TV screen or video beam for SS to answer the test of the video. Teach your students about how to move the Plickers card to answer the test (instructions are given in the website https://get.plickers.com/).

Every time a question is shown, T takes a picture of the SS cards with the answers.
SS will see the results with their names at the end of each question.

T provides feedback on the activities done by reviewing the communicative goals through some descriptions and asking questions.

	Self-assessment technique: Emoji exit ticket: T gives each SS a card with four emojis, where the SS have to tick the emoji face that best identifies their understanding of the topic in this lesson.  T gives some time to develop this self-assessment technique (Appendix 4).

Later, T encourages the SS to share and express their feelings to their classmates and to the whole class if they want. Then, SS give the exit ticket paper to the T. Next class, T reviews the topic considering those results.

	Implementation alternatives

	· When we work on this topic, we can talk with students to know about how they perceive their environment, their society and how much they are sensible about themselves and others as inhabitant of the same country. 
· You can use famous characters from your city, country, or people at school like a student, a teacher and a member of the community to be described.
· Some activities require more time. You can manage it according your plan, facilities and materials, and the level of your students.
· Remember to explain carefully by giving simple and short instructions, modelling and showing examples of the activities implemented and of what you expect the SS to do.
· Plickers is a free, interactive tech tool that uses printable “paper clickers” instead of clicker devices. Each student is assigned a unique Plickers card that has a black and white image similar to a QR code. Plickers can be a useful formative assessment tool if you provide assertive feedback.
· You can create your own emojis for your exit ticket. I created my own ones for example.
· In case your school does not have TV or video beam, you can print the visual material or write it down yourself on large pieces of paper.
