	Time and Patterns of interaction

	Warm up
	T introduces himself by providing some information like full name, age, likes, dislikes, occupation, etc. Then, T shows a picture of another person (it could be a famous cartoon or character) and introduces him/her talking about the same aspects.

T plays some videos about people talking about themselves (personal information, hobbies, etc.) 

After, T asks SS some questions about the audios/videos. For example: What kind of information does the people share? How can you know about these people?

	Pre-task

	T draws a chart on the board and divides it into 4 columns and writes at the top of each column: Name, age, phone number, additional information. T plays the videos for the second time making some pauses so SS have the chance to go to the board and write the information they hear. Depending on the SS’ level, the information can be given by only writing key words or complete answers.

After the chart on the board is complete, T explains some phrases used to give complete answers (My name is…, I am…, my phone number is…, my hobbies are…, I like/I don’t like…, my occupation is…, I live in…, etc.)

Now, T asks some SS to stand up and introduce themselves using the phrases explained before (they mention only one thing about themselves). Meanwhile, the other SS fill out a bingo card (Appendix 1) with information about one of their classmates who present themselves.

At the end, all SS give T their “Bingo card” to check the information they wrote.

Self-assessment technique: Can-do statements: T gives SS copies of a small chart on paper with some statements. They mark with an X where it corresponds for them. (Appendix 2). T collects the charts to analyse the information and provide extra explanation and clarification if is necessary.

	Task cycle
	SS are organized into groups of 3-4. Each group is given images of several people with icons of their data (personal information Appendix 3). From the images and icons, they must fill out a data card (Appendix 4) of each character using short phrases. At the end, the cards of each group are socialized to compare their responses with other groups and make the corresponding corrections or observations. 

Self-assessment technique: reflection tree: T shows the picture of a tree with different characters (Appendix 5) and asks SS to place their name in the reflection tree depending on their level of understanding and performance in the previous activity. T asks some SS to say their opinions based on their place in the tree.

	Post-task

	Individually, SS build 2-3 data cards of familiar characters from the school or famous people. 


Later, using these data cards, SS get in pairs to play the game "ask well and guess who", which consists of asking questions about personal information, likes and dislikes, abilities and hobbies to discover who the person is. Make sure the people they choose is known to every SS in the class. T monitors SS’ work and clarifies doubts when needed.

Self-assessment technique: traffic light: T asks SS to color a traffic light following these instructions.

Green: if all is well / finished
Yellow: if something is missing to improve / finished 
Red: if they have not finished or have a hard time doing the task.

Later, T collects the traffic lights to know how students are doing in relation to the completion of the task and learning process.

	Peer assessment technique: Learning wall: T asks SS to paste their data cards on a learning wall. Each Ss joins another classmate to evaluate each other and make comments based on the cards.

	Implementation alternatives

	In case your school does not have a video beam projector or TV, you can play the audio in your phone or computer and use speakers.

To save some paper, you can ask your students to draw the can-do statement chart and the traffic light on their notebooks (self-assessment techniques)

You should teach some expressions about how you can give and ask personal information before implementing this lesson plan. If you are in a rural area, you can use some drawings to do the pictures or icons for the group work, or draw a model on the board for the students to draw it by themselves in a sheet of paper or their notebooks.
