	Warm up
	HANGMAN
Next, T explains that Ss have to guess the topic for this class. In that sense, they carry out a game called Hangman: T draw some horizontal lines on the board in order to write the letters given by Ss to complete the secret word (School). Ss try to guess the word by spelling some letters of the ABC. 

Afterward, Ss discover the topic. T clarifies that they are going to continue guessing other words related to some elements of the school placed on the right part of the board. When Ss discover each word, one of them places the corresponding image with the word, and all of them pronounce it in a choral form.

	Assessment: STOP AND GO
T tells Ss that she will be checking their comprehension about the topic, instructions or explanations given and they will show either the green card to show that they understand or the red one if they have doubts.  
T gives them a green card and a red card. T asks Ss to show on their desks or in the air one of the cards. 
T explains what each colour means: 
The green = information is clear. 
The red = information is unclear or difficult.  When this happens, T asks Ss who showed the red card about the difficulties they still have and clarifies them orally.

	

	











Pre-Task
	RUNNING DRAWING DICTATION
T tells that in groups Ss have to observe an image of their school, dictate what they see (being specific), draw it and shout stop when they finish. Thus, the winner is the most similar drawing to the original one and the fastest group. Besides T gives details about some specific roles in the groups as follows: 

1. A leader: s/he looks at a drawing of a school carefully -outside the classroom- and describes meticulously the picture to the secretary. 
2. A secretary: s/he takes notes and looks for the words in a dictionary if it is necessary.
3. A drawer: In a sheet, s/he draws what s/he hears.
4. A seer: s/he observes other group and verifies that their members complete the activity by using English.

After that, T gives Ss some colourful papers from a bag.  Based on the colours, T makes 10 groups of 4 Ss, each S selects his/her role in the group. At that moment, T gives some prompts to secretaries to develop the activity emphasizing on singular and plural nouns (See Appendix 1). 

T sticks a drawing of a school on a wall of the hallway. Leaders observe the drawing and run as faster as they can; secretaries take notes related to what they listen to and look for the words in the dictionary if it is necessary. While the leader returns to observe the drawing again. The secretary gives specific details to the drawer. The Ss continue doing the same until a group shouts stop.

At the end, T and Ss compare groups’ drawings with the original image in order to choose the better version. At the same time, they are going to review the vocabulary included there.

	Assessment:  STOP AND GO
During the activity, T uses the Stop and Go Assessment Technique described in the previous assessment activity with the purpose of checking comprehension. T asks Ss who show the red card about the difficulties they still have and clarifies them orally.

	

	








Task
	COMIC STRIP
T reorganizes the classroom in rows. T shows an example of a comic strip that can be found at https://www.gocomics.com/.   The comic strip chosen has simple language that Ss can understand and a character that is common to them.  In the suggested Website, teachers can select any comic according to their Ss’ needs, level and interests. 
T explains the steps Ss have to take into account:   

· Choose a global theme for their comic. Who are the characters? What is the setting? Who works there?
· Sketch what the characters will look like, in both words and drawings.
· Think about the story and recreate it through a storyline.
· Analyse the given comic template (See some suggested links in Appendix 2) taking into account the amount of panels and words balloons.
· Identify some types of lettering they can use to make their comic more appealing. 

T uses the Stop and Go Assessment Technique explained at the beginning of the lesson in order to check comprehension.

T tells that they are going to create their own comic strip about a global theme in a school place. Therefore, T gives them a comic strip rubric (Appendix 3) and socializes it. T also details about some specific roles in the groups as follows: 

· A leader: s/he chooses a school place and a comic template. S/he is also the timekeeper. 
· A librettist: s/he chooses a global theme in that specific school place, thinks about a story, characters, and settings. Then s/he recreates it through a storyline.
· A drawer:  s/he sketches what characters and settings look like. In a template, s/he draws that.
· A handwriter: s/he selects one lettering, writes into speech balloons, and inks or colours over the words, the characters, background and props.

T recommends that Ss use funny and crazy faces and expressions in their comic strips and handwriters have to write in block letters (all caps) for clarity. Besides, they need to draw the characters and the words they are saying in pencil and then they ink or colour everything.

T queues Ss based on their height and forms groups by 4. Ss choose their role in their group. T tells Ss how much time they will have for this activity. Each leader takes a card (with a specific place of the school) from a bag and a comic strip template from the teacher’s desk. 

Then groups have 5 minutes to go to the place and look around carefully, making a list of the elements that they see, and analysing how people are behaving in that place. Next, Ss qo back to the classroom and using their template and collected info they create a short comic strip. 

During the development of the comic strip T proofreads their words and helps them correct any spelling or grammatical mistake. Finally, Ss stick their products on the walls.

	Assessment: TWO STARS AND A WISH 
T gives Ss a small paper (Appendix 4) to write feedback about the previous activity. 
After that, everybody stands up, observes each comic strip and writes 2 positive things -in stars- about another comic and a wish –in a magic stick- related to an aspect to improve. 
 At the end, Ss socializes the two stars and a wish cards orally and T assesses the comic strip rubric for each group.

	

	




Post-task
	A DAY AT SCHOOL 
T reorganizes the classroom in lines. At random, T gives Ss 24 pieces of cardboard with the sentences included in the reading: A day at school (Appendix 5).  Ss have to colour the nouns, and they give the papers to other students who read the sentence aloud. After that, everyone organizes all the sentences and place them on a wall next to the board. 

Using the text T emphasizes on the articles A, AN, and SOME. T also shows the difference between them and explains how we can use them appropriately with singular and plural nouns. 
At that point, T reinforces the verb to be in present in affirmative and negative form.

	Assessment: FOCUSED LISTING
T hands out the Focused Listing template to Ss that can be downloaded at: http://oneextradegreeteaching.com/nose-to-grindstone-mode/ 

T tells Ss they will focus their attention on the school vocabulary (objects, activities, places, professions and people they can find there).  
Ss write words in each circle according to the category given in the Focused Listing template (Objects, Verbs, Subjects, Jobs, Places). 

Finally, some Ss, who are selected at random, present their Focused Listing to the class in an oral way.

At the end of the class, T gives Ss an exit ticket (Appendix 6). 

Ss complete the exit tickets and put them in a box.
