	Presentation of the Project

	T asks SS to think where the school is located.  
T asks Ss to get in pairs and answer these questions: 
· Where is located our school?
· What places are around our school?

T checks Ss answers and activates vocabulary about places in the city by showing flashcards and asking Ss to say the names of those places. 

List of places for flashcards: 
1. Bakery
2. School
3. Park
4. Supermarket
5. Library
6. Church
7. Drugstore
8. Stadium
9. Police station
10. Fire Department

  
Blind race
T has previously chosen different places in the school. 
T asks Ss to go to the basketball field in the school. 
T asks Ss to get in pairs: One S covers his/her eyes and the other person is the guide. 
T tells the blindfolded Ss that they will be guided to a place she will say.
T says a place in the school and each pair must try to get to the place:  The blindfolded S is guided by the person that can see where things are located. 

The last place T says is “the English classroom”.   
In the classroom, T asks Ss to mention the places they went to.   
T writes the names of those places and asks Ss to mention people and objects they find there and activities people do there. 
Then, T asks Ss to say where those places are located.  
T writes the statements on the board.  

T asks some questions about the school to make Ss aware of the different places the school has: 
· Are there some trees around the school?
· Is there a church in front of the school?
· Are there cafeterias near the school?
· Is the Teachers’ room behind the cafeteria?
· Is the soccer field opposite the auditorium? 

T writes answers on the board and asks Ss to brainstorm the topic of the lesson. 

T explains Ss they will do a project that consists of valuing the local context.  Then, T asks Ss to mention some ways and actions to show that they value the local context. 

T tells Ss that the project is called “My School is colourful!”  
Then, T tells Ss they will create a Map and a Flyer of a place at the school (places will be assigned at random) to show how colourful and great the school is. 

Some places can be:  Soccer field, Basketball field, cafeteria, Park, Library, Auditorium, Secretary Office, Teachers’ Room, Principal’s Room, Bathrooms, etc.

	Setting the Context
	T asks Ss to get in groups of 4 people. 
T gives groups cards with images of objects and people they can find in different places at school (Soccer field, Basketball field, cafeteria, Park, Library, Auditorium, Secretary Office, Teachers’ Room, Principal’s Room, Bathrooms, etc.).  

T tells Ss she will mention the names of her favourite places at the school.  Groups select the images that belong to the place T mentions, hold the images of the objects, actions or people that belong to the corresponding place upright. 

Ss practice vocabulary by answering questions to the teacher: 
· What’s there at the cafeteria?
· Is the secretary in the classroom?
· What’s there in a classroom?

T pastes images of three places on the board (Secretary office, Teachers’ Room, Laboratory) and practices words to locate places by pointing to the images. 
T emphasises on the use of the words to locate places by describing what they can find there.  For instance, T points to the Secretary office and says: 
“Look, the secretary is AT the office.  She sits NEXT TO the window.  The telephone is ON the table. The table is IN FRONT OF the door”. 

T points to another image and asks Ss to describe what they can find there and where those objects or people are located in the place. 

T asks some volunteers to read their statements.

	Development: Creating the Map
	Creating the Map:
T tells Ss to get in groups of four people. 
T tells Ss she will assign a place around the school randomly to each group.
Ss should create a Map of the school and locate the place they are assigned. 
T asks Ss to create the map on cardboard, using colours, markers or crayons to identify the place they are assigned and the places around.

	Development: 
Creating the flyer
	Creating a flyer: 
In the same groups, T tells Ss to describe the assigned place of the school in a flyer.
T gives cardboard to each group to create their flyer. 
Instructions to design the flyer: 
1. Ss write the name of the place on top of the cardboard.
2. Ss choose the images of the place to include in the flyer.  
3. Students write three statements to express where the place is located. 
4. Ss complete the following prompts in the flyer: 
a. We can find… (people), … (objects) at… (the assigned place)
b. People usually… (activities) at… (the assigned place)
5. T checks the Ss’ statements so that Ss can write them in the flyer. 
6. Ss paste images of the place in the flyer.
7. Ss compare the location of the place in the map with the statements they wrote in the flyer.

Consolidation
	T explains Ss the way they will share their products: 
1. T asks Ss to put their flyers and maps on the walls near the place they are assigned. 
2. T tells Ss that classmates from another group will listen to their presentations. 
3. T asks Ss to take turns to present their products:  Two Ss present the flyer and the other two Ss present the map. In each round of presentations, Ss change roles: Ss who presented the map first, present the flyer in the second round, and viceversa.  
Wrap-up: We go to tour!
T organizes a tour in the school with some special guests (Ss from other grades).
T has assigned places to the guests and invites them to visit those places and listen to the presentations.  
T has given six emoji images to the guests:

	Inspiring tips for other teachers who want to implement this plan

	Teachers should take in account the context and select the places that are common at the school. 
Teachers can also assign places around the neighbourhood so that Ss can know where their classmates live. 
Teachers can also invite some parents to take the tour around the school and listen to the students’ presentations. 
Teachers can make this project Cross-curricular and invite other teachers to participate:
a. Natural Science: basic vocabulary about nature combine with preposition of place. 
b. Design a plan or map where you identify natural zones. 
c. Social Studies: locate in a map the capitals of a country by using prepositions of place.
d. Design a map with conventions indicating basic vocabulary in English
e. Math basic topics: numbers, basic operations: add, subtraction, multiplication and division.
