	Warm up

	Letters on the Back: (Appendix 1)
T asks Ss to get divided in three groups. 
Each group makes a line.   
T tells Ss he will show a letter of the alphabet to the last person in each group.  
The last person in each group draws the letter on the following classmate’s back.   
Each member of the team draws the letter on the following classmate’s back, until the first one gets it. 
The first S in each group runs to the board and writes an action or activity that begins with that letter.  
Ss change roles:  the first Ss go to the back, and the others move.  

T reads some of the words Ss have written on the board and asks Ss to act them out in order to practice vocabulary.

	Assessment: Stop and Go: 
This technique will be used during the lesson.
T explains the technique: 
· T gives Ss two dards (a green and a red one). 
· T tells Ss to hold upright the green card if they understand instructions, explanations and activities.  
· T tells Ss to hold upright the red card if they feel confused about instructions, explanations or activities. 
	

	Presentation

	T groups SS in pairs. 
Since there are 30 Ss, there will be 15 groups. 
After this, T plays a video about a daily routine: https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=IacjiYGj9l4 (Mr Bean). 
While Ss watch the video again, they do the action and repeat the word that is shown. 

T says some words and Ss do the action to practice. 

T asks one S in each pair to say an activity Mr Bean does and the other one acts it out.  Then, Ss switch positions.
T asks Ss to act out the routine in the exact order they watched in the video.

	Assessment: Self-Marking
· T asks Ss to write the routine in the correct order. 
· T asks Ss to compare the routine they identified from the video. 
· Ss have 1 minute to compare with the assigned peer the list of words they wrote about the video. 
· T tells Ss to give a point per every correct guess in the correct order. 

Once the sts have compared the lists of words, T asks the groups to retell the verbs chronologically.
	

	Controlled practice

	Running Dictation (Appendix 2)
T divides the group of 30 students into ten groups of 3 students. One of the three students will be the note taker and the two remaining will be runners. 
For this purpose, T sticks five pieces of paper outside the classroom with five statements about healthy daily habits.  
The  two runners take turns to read the five statements. 
When a group finishes writing the statements, they shout We are done!
T writes the statements on the board and asks Ss identify the words that express frequency in the statements.   
Statements: 
1. I brush my teeth three times a day. 
2. My mother usually eats fruits and green salad every day. 
3. I always take a shower in the mornings. 
4. My father never goes walking to his office. 
5. We practice exercise twice a week.

	Jumbled Healthy Daily Routine Collage: 
T asks Ss to stay in the same groups of the previous activity. 
T provides Ss with cards of daily activities and asks them to take one card and create a statement only if the image shows a healthy habit.  
T gives each group cardboard. 
In groups, Ss create their Healthy Habit Routine collage. 

T asks Ss to paste their collages around the classroom.   
Ss walk around the classroom and see their classmates’ collages.  While they are seeing the collages, they write a positive comment about the collages that called their attention.

	Assessment:   Learning Wall
T provides Ss with post-its and asks them to write a positive comment about any of the collages that called their attention.  
T tells Ss to consider the following aspects:  creativity, organisation, clarity.

When all the post-its are pasted, T asks Ss to stand up and read the comments.  
	

	Assessment

	Assessment: Learning Journal: 
Finally, as a way to collect some kind of formative feedback of the activity (Self- assessment based on the activities), Ss complete three prompts on their journals (notebook they have as a diary that T keeps in the lockers of the classroom). 
The prompts are: 
· Today I felt…
· I … working with other classmates
· I learnt… (mention three activities). 

After Ss have done this, T collects the diaries to analyse the information and use it for his upcoming classes.

	If there is not TV or computer, T can make screenshots of the video and print the images to show the routine. 
If students don’t remember the words, T can stick some of them around the classroom. 
Group work can be challenging, but T can persuade them to work in groups to achieve the different activities. 
If students don’t bring images of daily routine to create the collage, they can make drawings.
