	Time and Patterns of interaction

	Warm up
	T invites the  students to watch a short video about classroom rules: 

https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=9iQg16bEGGM 
T lets students talk about the video: vocabulary and the importance of having habits. T asks some questions about habits in general. For example, do you have rules at your home? Which ones? Do you have habits at school or classroom? Do you have study habits? It is possible to let them speak in Spanish if it’s necessary.

	Introduction
	At this point of the lesson, T reminds the students of the name of the module: living together in the classroom and the lesson: “what do you do?” and explains what it means in order to move students to this stage.

T introduces the new vocabulary about habits at school or class by showing a PowerPoint presentation with the following information: play games during the break; read books/magazines; do homework on time; listen to music on the phone; pay attention, play games on the phone; use the mobile during the class; use internet to do homework; go to the school on time. 

T mimics each word and explains the concepts. Besides, T pronounces out loud each of the new words. Students should repeat what they listen to. Then, teacher asks some students to read the words. 

Then, the idea is to classify the previous vocabulary in good or bad habits (see Appendix 1). Once this part is finished, teacher refers students to develop some activities in order to confirm and practice what was learnt.

	Practice
	T invites students to play Bingo (see Appendix 2) with the learned vocabulary. Students get in pairs and receive a sheet with different words. The idea is to make a complete line of words (can be vertical, horizontal or diagonal way). The exercise will be done twice more. 

Assessment:

Now, T uses a Classroom Assessment Technique - CAT through the STOP AND GO activity so he or she asks students to use two cards: one red and one green that were supplied previously. These cards will be used as follows: students will show green card when they understand what T asks and students show red card when they don´t understand clearly the point in question. The purpose is to check how students´ understanding is going and to make a decision when things are not clear for them. The possible question could be: Is the vocabulary about habits at school clear to you? (It is necessary that the teacher explains to the students all the technique previously).

Now, T explains to the students they are going to listen to a conversation
, plays the track for the first time and asks the students about what information they recognize. Then a second time but now T provides the script of the dialogue with some parts in bold: information in context of yes/no questions structure (see Appendix 3). T takes advantage of the audio to emphasize the communicative part of that structure. T needs to record the track of the conversation. 
At this moment, teacher does explain the grammatical part focusing on the pattern:

•
QUESTION: Do you (verb)….?

•
ANSWER: Yes, I do / No, I don´t. 

After that explanation, T provides each student with a survey so that they complete it by asking and answering about habits at the school (see Appendix 4). They will practice the pattern structures so they will move around the classroom to interview two different classmates in each question. When they finish, they comment on the answers in an oral way. For instance:  a first student chooses any classmate from his/her survey and asks him/her out loud:  Do you……? And the other answers: yes, I do or No, I don’t.  After, teacher can use the STOP AND GO technique again to check if the instruction was understood. 

Teacher makes students reflect upon how good habits at school can help them to have better academic results. 

Self-assessment: 
Teacher asks students to have a look at the survey they answered and do self-marking writing in their notebooks; what they consider related to their learning: building yes/no questions, use of the auxiliary “do” and use of vocabulary about habits at school. Teacher can use two questions to guide the exercise: 

1. What did I do excellent in my performance?

2. What needs improvement?

Then, T and students share information to make adjustments if necessary.

	Assessment: Classroom Assessment Technique – CAT, Stop and Go  and  Self-marking.

	

	Production
	Students create a dialogue to talk about their habits at school including the vocabulary and the structures learned. They can do it by using the dialogue in appendix 4 as a guide.

T provides students with a rubric adapted from the Way to go grade 6th Teacher´s guide page 340 (see Appendix 5) to assess their conversations. They can design and write the dialogue to dramatize by taking into account that rubric.

	Assessment: Besides the Rubric, T uses the “Learning Wall”, it means Ss write positive comments on a post-it about their peers’ dialogues. 
	


List a series of ideas of how this plan can be methodologically adapted so other teachers can implement it in their own educational context.
	Implementation alternatives

	This lesson plan should be adapted according to students’ needs. 

· It is possible that teachers can guide the topic for example to teach imperatives or to use auxiliary “does” or to teach Wh questions in simple present tense.

· Regarding vocabulary, the daily routines at home could be used. 

· A video was used to introduce language at the beginning of the class (Appendix 1) where characters are recognized by students at first sight, but the teachers can  choose other if they want.
· It is important to use colourful material because students like it.

· If there is no possibility to use a computer and show a PowerPoint presentation as this plan suggests, teachers can use big pieces of papers to paste the images.

· Teachers can use the conversation in the controlled practice stage to practice reading instead of listening.
