	Time and Patterns of interaction

	Warm up
	T numbers students from 1 to 2. Then, SS stand up and join the group that corresponds to his/her number (if there is not enough space in the classroom, consider taking them outside).

T gives pieces of paper (Appendix 1) with values in English to each student from one group and the same words to the students from the other group. In the middle of both groups there is a puppet, when T says one value aloud SS from both groups, who have that value, go to the middle of the field in order to get the puppet. The first, who catches and carries it to his/her group, gets one point. At the end there will be a symbolic award for the winner.   
	20 minutes

	Assessment: Before starting the activity, T asks SS to close their eyes and to show thumbs up if they understand the instructions; otherwise, showing thumbs down. (Hand signal). The teacher congratulates those students who catch the puppet first and repeat the pronunciation of the previous word. 
	

	Pre-Task
	T tells SS to make a circle and to get numbers from 1 to 3. SS get together depending on the number. T gives each group a hint (“Knock to the teachers’ door”) to find a convention chart and a hidden message (Appendix 2) which will be outside the classroom stuck on a door. The message is “Be Tolerant”.  At the end, the first group that finishes the activity, shares the secret message. 

Finally, what is the topic? T asks to elicit that information from SS.

	Assessment: At the end, T hands out cards to SS and asks them no to write their names on the cards. SS write “important values” on the top of the paper and list words concerning the first activity. They have 2 minutes to think of 3 - 5 words. T collects the cards and checks out the most common values written on the cards. Next class T will review the findings of the activity. (Focused listing)
	

	Task
	There will be 8 different stations around the classroom which are identified by a corresponding number. In each station, SS will find five different words (Appendix 3). Each set of words is about the topic (positive words/language), but there is one intruder (negative word) which is identified by SS. 

In order to know whether they understand instructions or not, T hands out green and red cards to each group and asks them to raise green card if they see positive words and the red card if the words are negative (T shows three words in slides). 

T tells SS to get in the same groups of the previous activity, then, numbers each group from 1 to 8 and asks them to go to the stations which correspond to their number.  T plays the alphabet song while SS are trying to find the intruder. The first group on pointing out all the intruders will get a happy face. Then, T puts flashcards with the alphabet; they are laid on the floor. SS spell the positive words that they liked the most. They can use the convention chart from the first activity or the flashcards which contains the sound of each letter, they only have to turn the flashcards.

	Assessment: In order to know whether they understood the instructions, T hands out green and red cards to each group and asks them to raise green card if they see positive words and the red card if the words are negative. T shows three slides, two with positive words and one with a negative.  (Stop and go) at the end. T says aloud all the intruders and their meanings. When spelling the values if there is a mispronunciation, T corrects it immediately. 
	

	Post-task
	T asks SS to make a circle and think of the best word or words (positive language) to sort problems out in the classroom. Students will tell it aloud. T leads a reflection about the importance of those words and asks SS to promise they will use them as much as possible.
	20 minutes

	Assessment: At the end, T hands out the green and red cards from the previous activity to some students. They raise the green card if they understand the value pronounced by the teacher; otherwise, the red card. Those, who do not have cards, use thumps up if understood or thumps down if not. (Stop and go - Hand signal) Teacher clarifies the values with an example when seeing red cards and thumps down. 
	

	Wrap-up
	T gives SS a checklist (Appendix 4) per group in which they will have to assess their classmate performance and their own performance during the activities. They will assess the lesson itself, and they will write comments /recommendations about it. At the end, T collects the assessment instruments so that he can improve the activity based on what SS did.

	Assessment: SS write on a piece of paper three things they had learned that day, two interesting things and something they had not understood. T congratulates the group in general for the performance and highlights those misbehaviours that SS should change. (Exit ticket)

	Implementation alternatives

	Look for an alphabet song different from the traditional one; there are a lot on YouTube which are more engaging and include different rhythms. In the warm-up activity you can use any object, I chose a puppet that I always bring to the class as a friend for those SS who are afraid of English or even do not like it; therefore, they are already used to it. You can come up with different words for the intruder activity and different secret message activity; however, I shared only a proposal.
