	Time and Patterns of interaction

	Warm up:
	· The teacher arrives to the classroom and greets the students by names and gesture for them to sit in groups of four students.
· The teacher writes the learning objectives on the board and introduces the topic giving to each group puzzle pictures of daily activities that are in pieces to organize it. 
· Teacher has previously selected pictures with activities like: “Take a shower, do homework, go to school, ride my bike, have lunch, Go to sleep,” 
· T asks to put the pieces together.
· After SS finish organizing the picture, they choose a place in the classroom and paste it.

	Introduction:
Introducing language

	· The teacher introduces the topic using a flashcard vocabulary with daily activities, like taking a shower, go to school, go to bed, do the homework to familiarise students with the topic of the lesson https://www.mes-english.com/flashcards/files/dailyroutines1_med_flash.pdf
· Teacher asks students to relate some daily activities according to the time, previously teacher paste on the board a poster with the parts of the day (morning, afternoon, evening, night) each one has a time symbol expression to make them understand the difference (for example, morning: sun, afternoon: digital clock showing PM, evening: sunset and night: moon and stars). 
· Teacher asks students go back to the picture puzzles and paste it in the part of the day people usually do the activity on the puzzle (the morning, afternoon, evening or at night ) teacher uses some questions like
· “When do we usually have a shower? 
· When do you usually ride a bike?

Stirrers
	· Teacher asks student go to page 71 of the way book module 2 http://aprende.colombiaaprende.edu.co/es/node/94010and listen to Valerie Castagna’s routine and put it in the correct order
· Teacher puts the listening twice and socializes the activity with students motivating them to participate. 
· After that, the teacher puts the listening again to make sure everybody finishes the activity and repeats with them the correct pronunciation of each phrase.
· Teacher tells students that now she/he is going to tell them her/his daily routine.
· Teacher explains to students that they should try that the teacher no stop, getting to the end of the day, they need to ask a lot of questions related to activities that are mentioned.
For example;  if I say “ I get up”, you should say ``excuse me, “what time do you get up”, if I say “ I have a breakfast” you should say, excuse me “what do you have for breakfast”
· Teacher gives time for the students to predict activities and prepare their possible questions.

	· In pairs students prepare a role-play one of them chooses a character that the S wants to be and the other one prepare an interview to ask about a common day in his/her life.
· Teacher gives students two-pieces of paper (red and green) while a group is presenting the role-play the rest of the class is listening and classifying the healthy activities in the green paper and unhealthy activities in the red one.
      For example; they listen “I go to bed late” they should write it on the red paper

· After one hour of hard work, students may be tired, and teacher begins a stirrer activity, divides the class into groups of three, and explains that they are going to play the game “lottery”.
· Each student must have two boards, one with the lotto board with pictures and the second one with the written daily routines. Student have to cut out the second board into individual cards. 
· When a student finishes, they place the individual cards upside down and mix them. The game starts when Students take turns to pick a card and read the routine, so each student
· Can match them to the lotto board. The winner will be the player who fills the picture board with the appropriate name cards.
· Teacher monitors students constantly to check their pronunciation and possible mistakes or by answering questions, students might have.
· Students can play twice, so they can practice more.
