	By the end of this activity, students will be able to describe human actions  that impact the environment and give recommendations to avoid consumerism.

	Students and T brainstorm human actions that hurt the environment and lead to consumerism: (T must watch the video and make a list of the actions their students don’t already know but should before watching it, this must be elicited in the brainstorming activity.) example: 
Buy things you don’t need
Throw away things that still work
Use a truck

T writes ideas on the board and helps with vocabulary and pronunciation. Ss copy the ideas in their notebooks and then they watch a video and tick the actions that are included in the video.

Ss compare their answers with a partner and then they must discuss in pairs which 3 effects are the worst. Then as a whole class they share their ideas. 

In groups of 3 or 4, they must write 3 recommendations to not fall into consumerism: example: do not buy things you don’t need. 

As a whole class, they must share their ideas and decide on the top 3 recommendations. These will be posted on the wall as part of a campaign to help avoid consumerism.
