	pre task
	What are the people in school doing? 

As a whole group, SS brainstorm all the possible places to visit in the school at that moment (offices, cafeteria, secretary, teacher’s lounge, gym, etc.) where there could be people doing something right now.

	task
	In groups of 3, each group sends a representative to each of these places. They must go and observe what people are doing and take notes. Example: the secretary is talking on the phone, the principal is working on his computer, at the cafeteria, de cook is making lunch, etc.
	15 minutes
whole group
groups of 3

	post task
	SS must then come back to the room and report to their partners what they have seen. Together they must make a drawing of the school and label all the people in it describing what they are doing. 

The posters are posted on the wall and shared with the rest of the class. 

Assessment: Teacher monitors and helps with language. At the end of the task, students complete a self-assessment rubric (annex 1)
