	Paper, cardboard, markers, colours, pencils, multimedia tools (video beam / TV, speakers), scissors, and worksheets (appendix provided at the end of the document).


	
Lesson plan week 1-2 (6 hrs) (Focused on vocabulary related to tourism)
	Stage
	Procedure
	Time and Patterns of interaction

	
Warm up
	T asks SS to sit in pairs and try to write some words related to tourism. The teacher can help the students with vocabulary they may not be familiar with and then, he can create a brainstorming along with the students.  (At the end of the lesson plan some links of pictures related to tourism have been suggested Appendix 1). 


After all the pictures are pasted on the board, T revises for pronunciation and reinforces vocabulary. Finally, The T plays hot potato for making students participate.

	Introduction
	T invites SS to work individually on a handout (Appendix 2) which consists of unscrambling some words related to tourism. For example: usb (BUS), phntelane (ELEPHANT), iurkmau (UKUMARI), ETC.  (Notice that this exercise is related to the poster pasted on the board). T monitors SS’ work and help them out with doubts or any trouble.

	Little George
	The teacher introduces the character which may be a references for the whole lesson. T gives a handout (Appendix 3) with a silhouette of a boy introducing himself. SS paint him and decorate him as they want. Then, they paste him on their notebook.

Recognizing my touristic context

	T presents the project by telling SS they will be working on the development of different tasks.
T shows a video (https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=8lyny3tlhcQ) about a  touristic place SS will be working during the project. (UTP’S BOTANIC GARDEN). Thus, SS get familiarized with the context and their sense of belonging is encouraged for our touristic places in Pereira.

	T asks simple questions about the video. For example: what kind of this can you find in the botanical garden? What adjectives best describe the botanical garden? can you see some animals in the botanical garden?, what is your  favourite place there, etc. Have in mind SS’ level, thus if you need to use L1… it’s ok.
Self-assessment technique: can-do statements: T uses the following statements (T can create his/her own CAN-DO statements) to verify SS’ comprehension of the previous activity. SS show their thumbs up to mean they can, and raise their hands showing thumbs down to mean they cannot.

I can tell about my favourite animals.
I can describe simple characteristics of animals.

(real problem situation)
	T asks SS to work in pairs. T presents three simple problems (Appendix 4) where they help little George (our fictitious character) find his favourite place in Pereira using short descriptions of the places. For instance: Little George is 7 years old, he wants to go a place full of plants and trees with his mom. He doesn’t have much money and lives near the University. Where can he go? (UTP’s botanic garden).  T gives SS a map so they can guide Little George to the place he wants to go.

	Based on the vocabulary learnt during the lesson, SS create a Pictionary on their notebooks. They represent each of the words and categorize them alphabetically. T monitors SS’ work and provide help when needed.

	T reads aloud 3 different stories about little George designed by himself (Appendix 5) about the 3 places that are part of our project. After each of the stories is told, T gives a handout (Appendix 6) with a series of pictures in which several moments of the day of little George are represented. SS cut the pictures and organize them chronologically. Once they finish, they make a drawing of a different end of the story in their notebooks.

Task 3. T creates a mind map on the board with the help of SS based on what they presented.

Teachers can adapt this lesson plan to teach about conservation processes and the impact of human in the environment. Teachers can also teach about culture and history of the touristic places. Instead of creating a brochure, students can create a flyer in which the information of the touristic places is described. Teacher can use different strategies such as Pelmanism which is like a memory game in which students try to remember different aspects of the lesson. Another strategy is the muddiest point technique which helps SS reflect upon what they didn’t understand and what they think might help to improve
