	Procedure
	Time and interaction

	Warm up


	T tells SS to get ready to play “hot potato” in order to practice some commands related to the body. For this, T asks a volunteer to say hot potato while the class passes around an object (a ball or piece of cloth). When the Ss stops, the Ss who holds the object has to follow the instruction given by T: sit down, touch your head, eat, comb hair, walk, etc.)

	5 minutes
T-SS

	Pre-task

	T gives each Ss a set of cards with images (Appendix 1) about the daily routine (20 cards per S). T shows the video “Daily routines- Routines- Learn English for Kids-Educational videos-kids” and asks SS to select the cards with the images that are mentioned in the video. Then, T practices pronunciation of the vocabulary.

Later, from the pile of cards given, SS choose the ones they do in their own daily routine. T provides examples of sentences on the board using the simple present tense and models pronunciation. 
	35 minutes

T-SS

Individual work

	
	Classroom assessment technique: Stop and go: T gives SS two small squares of paper: A green one that indicates when SS feel ready to continue, and a red one that indicates that SS need to stop to get further explanation. In this case, T asks SS if they continue working on the next activity and SS show their cards depending on their feelings. 
	

	Task cycle
	T tells SS to create their own sentences of their daily routine on their notebooks using the vocabulary and structures explained before.

Pelmanism: for this memory game, T sticks pictures and words about daily routines on the board (wake up, get up, get undressed, take a shower, get dressed, comb my hair, have breakfast, brush my teeth, go to school, have lunch, do my homework, have dinner, watch TV, go to bed, walk the dog, do house chores). T asks SS to make two groups and take turns to find the picture that matches with the correct word. When they get it, they have to write a sentence using the activity and time expressions (always, sometimes, never). T assigns points for correct answers. At the end, the group who gets more points wins the game.

	Post-task
	T asks SS to write a short paragraph describing their daily routine using the present simple tense and the expressions of time. T tells SS not to mention their names in the description of the routines. When all SS finish their paragraphs, T collects them and delivers them back at random, so SS read the paragraph and try to guess who is the owner of that routine.

	Classroom assessment technique: Exit ticket: T gives SS a piece of paper with 2 questions about the lesson for SS to talk about their performance and understanding of the topic (Appendix 2). T collects the papers and analyse the answers to clarify doubts if necessary.
