	By the end of this lesson, students will be able to present an original dish by including fruits.

	Equipment: Smart TV, computer. 
Classroom objects: Board, markers and colours pencils.
Flash cards or pictures: animals, things, people, places as detailed in the planning.
Real fruits.

	Time and interaction

	



Warm up
	Note: T asks SS to bring the fruits from their houses in the previous lesson

T. asks SS to show the fruits to the group, go to the board and write the name of their fruits. Then, they put the fruits on the desks. If some SS do not know the names, they can ask this question to the class: How do you say… in English?

T and SS drill the vocabulary on the board. Some words that may appear are: apple, pear, orange, pineapple, watermelon, banana, grapes, melon, tangerine, lemon, kiwi and mango.

T. asks volunteers to go to the board and write the corresponding colour to the fruits. E.g.: banana – yellow

T. drills pronunciation with the class and then SS are asked to copy the list of fruits and draw them on their notebooks.

Pre- task
	
T. writes the questions and prompts on the board. Then, he/she asks some SS the following questions
· What is your favourite fruit?  My favourite fruit is…
· What colour is it?   It is….
· What’s the flavour? It is….

T. provides SS with the vocabulary about flavours as they need it. He/she can add them to the list on the board progressively. 

Flavours: Sweet, bittersweet, salty, sweet and sour, flat, bitter, delicious, sour, sugary etc.

T asks SS to write a short description using the prompts on the board as follows:
This is my favourite fruit. It is (colour) and (flavour)

Now, SS are asked to work in pairs and use the questions and prompts on the board to talk about their fruits.

While-task
	T asks the class to get into groups of three students. They must create an original dish to sell with the different fruits each group has. For example: salad, sweet, juice, pie, desserts etc. 
For the dish SS have to 
· Give it an original name.
· Describe the ingredients using the vocabulary in the previous stages.
· Use some adjectives to describe it
· Use expressions for their presentation: Good morning we are going to talk about… / Hello, we are going to present you...

Sample task
Maria, Juan, Pedro and Me prepare a fruit salad
Its name is “Fosic Salad” 
The ingredients are: yellow bittersweet pineapple, yellow sweet mango, etc.
It is very delicious. 
It’s very cheap; it’s only $500 pesos.
When SS are ready, T asks groups to present their dish to the class. The other SS listening have to pay attention and take notes of the dishes they like. Example:
I like Fosic Salad: bittersweet pineapple / $500

At the end of the presentations, SS vote and choose the best dish in the class.

Post-task
	T. praises SS for their creativity and good language use.
Now, T writes some concurrent mistakes on the board and invites SS to correct them. T. drills pronunciation of mispronounced words.

T. gives SS the self-assessment chart in appendix 1. They have to complete it according to their performance along the lesson. T. monitors SS while they work on the self-assessment and based on it, provides additional feedback to the class.

	Implementation alternatives

	Teachers from other regions could adapt this lesson plan to their context in this way:
· Make groups according to the region where they are from.
· Students find out about the typical fruit food in their region, and exchange this information. 
· Create a fruits festival.
· In some rural context students could talk about the typical fruits.
· Videos about typical fruits can be used as an input for the lesson

In large classes, teachers can give to the students a specific type of fruits by colours, for example: group 1 red fruits, group 2 yellow fruits, group 3 green fruits, etc. 

If the teacher does not have the opportunity to have technology tools, he/she can do a drawing game on the board or in a piece of paper.
