	Time and Patterns of
interaction

	Warm up

	T writes on the board “ECO-PARKS” and below “what are THEY?” T asks SS about what they know about eco-parks. After, giving some answers, T gives them a copy with the KWL (Know, Want to learn, Learnt) chart.

While SS write their answers on the Know, Want to learn columns, T writes on the board: “HAVE YOU EVER…?” Then T draws a line dividing the board in two: on the left T writes “YES, I HAVE”. On the other side T writes “NO, I HAVEN`T”.

	Introduction

	T asks SS to write on a piece of paper or in their notebooks what is written on the board.

T explains SS the activity: T shows two flashcards in order to help SS to understand the questions. Then, T writes examples in each column based on his/her experiences (verbs shown only). It is important for SS to understand they write the verbs in each column according to their own experiences and that for this activity there are no wrong answers.

	T shows the rest of the experiences through flashcards giving enough time so SS can classify them into the columns.

T shows the flashcards again and has SS practice the pronunciation of the verbs written. If necessary, T corrects the pronunciation.

	Practice
	T asks SS to write complete sentences about 3 experiences related to eco-parks they have visited and other 3 they have not visited yet. T provides two examples.

After writing the sentences, T asks SS to make groups of four students (maximum) in order to compare their sentences. T asks SS to discuss and correct grammar or spelling mistakes if necessary. T monitors works and helps when necessary.

	Production
	T asks SS to stand up and go around the classroom interviewing three other students (minimum) asking and answering questions about experiences.
T encourages SS to share any other extra information about eco-parks they have been to before.

	10 minutes
Pair work
SS-SS

	Wrap-up
	T asks three SS to stand up and share what they found out about their classmates’ experiences
Classroom Assessment technique: One-minute paper: T asks SS to write on a piece of paper what they learnt in this class. For this, T gives them 1 minute. Answers can be key words or phrases.


T collects the papers for later analysis. 
T asks SS to complete the last column in the KWL. When SS finish, T collects the KWL papers for analysis.
