	Pre-reading
	Charades: 
T divides the group into two teams. 
Teams take turns to do the activity. 
One S from one team goes to the front. 
The S selects a card which contains a complete statement about actions people should take in order to show positive behaviour.  
The S at the front reads the first part of the statement (cause) and mimes the second part (consequence) so that the team guesses the whole statement.

	Dictogloss:

Then, T reads the text again, asks Ss to listen and when T finishes reading, Ss write more words.  
Then, T asks Ss to get in pairs and reconstruct the text as literal to the one T read.
