	Time and interaction

	Warm up

	T tells Ss to see around the classroom, There are 8 images on the wall. T gives Ss a piece of paper and assigns Ss a number and asks them to stand up next to the poster that has the corresponding number.  

T asks Ss to see the image and write an emoji image that shows their feelings towards it.  
T tells ss to move to the following image (clockwise) when he says “Move”.   When they finish, T asks Ss to show to their classmates the feelings they had when they saw the images. 
 T asks Ss to provide reasons about their feelings.    Then, T highlights the importance of taking care of the environment and tells Ss they will learn about actions they can take at home to protect it. 

The images are about negative actions on the environment:  people throwing trash on the floor, people cutting down trees, oil spill in the river, people using aerosol cans, factories pouring chemicals into sinks, people using animals in experiments, people hunting animals, too many cars polluting the air. 

T asks Ss to mention everything that is polluting the Earth.   In pairs, Ss express the actions that pollute the most and make a list of five statements on their notebooks.  

T asks Ss to predict the topic of the lesson.

	Assessment: Hand Signal
T explains to Ss that they will have the chance to express their understanding of explanations, instructions and activities by using their thumbs: 
· Thumbs down: If they don’t understand anything,. 
· Thumbs up: If everything is clear!
	

	Pre-task

	T tells Ss that they can have a positive impact on the environment by doing some actions at home.  

In order to pre-teach vocabulary about the house,  T shows a  video with the parts of the house, pointing out elements that we can find there, describing stocks and prepositions of place.  For example: 
· In the house there is a bed, there are two televisions.

Ss identify the different activities people can do to take care of the environment in rooms of the house.  For example: 
1. We can save water when we take a shower in the bathroom. 

T tells Ss to complete the chart (Annex 1) with objects in different rooms at home that can affect the environment. 

T checks the answers and elicits from Ss these ideas: 
1. Mention a place in the house. 
2. Say some elements that are found in that place and affect the environment.
3. Suggest a way to protect and preserve that place.

	T asks Ss to get in groups of 4 people and make a model of an ideal house that contributes to take care of the environment.  

T tells Ss the aspects they should take into account to make the model: 
· Brainstorm models of the house. 
· Select a model. 
· Identify the positive actions people at the house do to protect the surroundings. 
· Use of recycled materials
· Including at least three rooms in the house 
· Including three actions people at that house do to take care of the environment. 

Ss design their models and present them to the rest of the house.  Each group has 2 minutes to present.
