	Stop or Go (Classroom Assessment Technique): 
T will give each SS two pieces of coloured papers (green and red). T explains that the papers will be used to let him know whether students have understood teacher’s explanations of the topic or indications for the activities. If students get the idea, they rise the green card; on the contrary, if they are not getting T’s idea, they rise the red card. This activity will be developed each time the teacher finishes his explanation of a topic or gives instruction for an activity.

	Positive and Negative qualities: 
T shows some pictures of situations in which a positive/negative quality is evident in order to introduce that vocabulary to the students: tolerant, self-controlled, rational, polite, sensitive, sociable, kind, humorous, understanding, impatient, impulsive, angry, aggressive, intolerant, indifferent, rude, bad-tempered. For example: 
· (Teacher shows a picture of someone angry while waiting in the row) How does this person feel? 
· I think he feels angry. 

T describes normal/common situations to help students guess the meaning of the set of words previously shown, i.e. “you are polite when you greet, you are impatient when you can’t wait for others to come to a date, etc.”

Students complete a chart in their notebooks so that they can classify the previous vocabulary into two categories (positive and negative qualities). In order to know how to classify the words, the teacher will add a short phrase to help SS to do it.

A good citizen should be (Positive qualities)
A good citizen shouldn’t be (negative qualities)
Teacher develops the Stop or Go technique

T makes a short grammar explanation regarding the use of modal verb should (to give advices) so that SS can understand how to use it for the next activities. 
T and SS develop the Stop or Go technique

Matching Activity: 
In order to create a space for practice. SS develop a matching exercise where they have to relate a given situation and some probable pieces of advice. 
 
For example: 
· My daughter is overweight  🡪   I think you shouldn’t give her to much fast food
· My boyfriend cheated on me 🡪 I think you shouldn’t forgive him. 
· She is thirsty 🡪 I think she should drink some water.
· My husband has a headache 🡪 I think he should take an aspirin. 
· We don’t have anything to make lunch 🡪 I think we should go to the supermarket and buy some groceries. 

After T’s instructions, T and SS develop the Stop or Go technique. 

Jumbled Dictation: 
To continue with the practice, SS are organised in groups of 2/3 people and will develop an activity called Jumbled Dictation.  
T asks Ss to give themselves a number from 1 to 3.   
T gives groups a bag with 8 or 9 pieces of paper with some sentences of dialogue between 2 or 3 people (See Annex 1)).
T asks Ss to dictate the statements according to the order (numbers) they gave to each member of the team. 
While one S dictates, the others write the statement. 
When Ss have finished dictating the statements, they organise the papers to make a coherent dialogue which will be performed later on the class.

	Making a Poster I – Describing good citizenship practices: 
Based on the previous activities, T asks SS to work in groups of 4-5 members to develop the next activity. In that activity, T will give each group a public place: church, hospital, school, library, etc. Then, they will create utterances about what things a good citizen should/shouldn’t do in that specific place. i.e. In a school, a good citizen should respect the teacher / In a school a good citizen shouldn’t copy the homework. 

Finally, T clarifies that this activity will be important for the next session because SS will use the sentences to make a poster. 
After T’s instructions and before the activity, T and SS develop the Stop or Go activity

Making a Poster II – Designing and making the poster to describe good citizenship practices: 
After making the sentences, SS will design a poster to show the good citizenship practices they have proposed for the public place they were assigned. In this stage, teacher shows the rubric that he will use to grade students’ work. Click here to see the rubric (Annex 2)
After T’s instructions, T and SS develop the Stop or Go activity

Making a Poster III – Making the oral presentation:

	Assessment:

Two Stars and a Wish (Peer-assessment technique): 
Before making the oral presentations, each group will be assigned another group to develop this activity. Two Stars and a Wish consists in each group assessing another one i.e. group 1 will assess group 2 by filling in a form which has “two stars” (to describe the aspects the group liked about their peers’ performance) and a “wish” (to describe something their peers need to improve or change for a next performance). After completing the form, the group delivers it to the group they assessed.

Running Dictation: 
To conclude the lesson and make formative assessment, SS will play running dictation in pairs: one runner and a secretary 
1. SS take roles
2. T gives each group a set of blank cut papers and tells SS that they are going to write some sentences on those papers. 
3. The runners go outside the classroom to collect information from a piece of paper posted on a wall of the school. Their mission is to memorize the sentences written in that paper, go back to the classroom and dictate the sentences to the secretary they are working with.  
4. The secretary takes notes for all the information collected by the runner. S/he writes the sentences down on the cut papers given by T. 
5. After writing down all the sentences on the papers, SS show the sentences to T so that he can check for mistakes. If the group have grammatical/spelling errors, SS have to correct the mistakes pointed out by T. After they completed the task of writing the sentences well, SS can continue with the second part of the activity. 
6. When SS have the sentences right, T give other papers with pictures of some public places of the city (bank, supermarket, school, etc.) to SS. They have to match the sentences with the pictures taking into account that the sentences are related to good citizenship practices that can be applied in the places shown in the pictures.  For example:

(Image of a bank)               🡪  You shouldn’t use a helmet here. 
(Image of a supermarket) 🡪  You should pay for the products you want to consume.
