Warm up

	T asks SS if they know touristy places in Bogota or in another place in Colombia. Then, T. uses the flashcards on the board to elicit information from SS.
Places: Monserrate, Simon Bolivar park, Cartagena beach, etc.
Questions:
· Which place is this? 
· Have you ever been there? Do you like it? Why?

Now, T. asks SS to get in pairs to talk about a touristy place they have visited. They need to mention characteristics of the place: funny, beautiful, peaceful, etc. 
T. provides an example on the board for SS to use for their talk:
“I was in Melgar with my friends and it was fun and I was happy because we swam “.

T. walks around the classroom to check SS work and gives any support needed.

Pre- reading task
	Taboo words - See appendix 1
The class is split into groups if three people. T gives a set of cards to each group. They put the words face down on the desk. Ss take turns to describe the word which is located in the upper part of the card without mentioning the other two words.  The rest of the group guesses the word. The game continues until a group guesses all the words firstly and they are the winners

Then, T projects the pictures on EP! 1 page 124 exercise 1 and asks SS to identify the places and name them.  Then, SS use that vocabulary as follows:
· T pastes seven sentences on the walls. These sentences are the ones on page 124 exercise 2.
· SS have work in pairs, write them on their notebooks and complete them with the pictures/ words on the board.

Then, T, shows the map of the eco parks in our country and asks SS:

[bookmark: _GoBack]T ask SS to work in groups and find information and pictures about an eco-park they would like to visit. To do this, SS need to be taken to computers lab or given some tablets to work in the classroom.  They have to design a presentation about this eco-park to the class including: Name of the Eco-park, location, interesting things there, activities people can do, description of the place, geographical features etc.

T presents these useful expressions that SS can use to prepare their presentation:
· We will speak about …
· This eco-park is in…
· It is famous for …
· It has…
· There is / are
· People go to visit it because…

When Ss finish their preparation, they send the pictures to the t’s mail so he/she can show them while they do their oral presentation. Then, SS take turns to present them to the class. While a group is presenting, the other SS take notes about the eco-parks.
