1. Flipped a resource for students to use at home or as a general help resource at school: OREO Presentation. You can download it here. This presentation can be printed in as a guideline.
2. Talking OREO! For this class opener you need OREO cookies. The idea is that students understand that when you write an opinion text, each part should be as tasteful as the other.
a. Ask a few questions about the flipped resource (presentation).
b. Give each student an OREO cookie.
c. Each student briefly presents an opinion following the OREO model. 
d. Print out useful phrases to help learners understand how to organize their ideas. See an example below.
e. As students give their opinions, they eat their OREO cookie. Yummy!

Action Step 3: Facilitate+Model+Assist
